A CANADIAN IN ARMENIA.

His Earnest Appeal for Help or ths
Sufferers.
To the Editor of the “Advertiser’:

There are several students and
graduates of Queen’s in various parts
of Turkey in Asia, and from them I
hear of the unspeakable persecutions
to which the Armenian people are now
being subjected. Those in Tarsus and
Smyrnia are safe, but the Rev. R.
Chambers, who is doing a great edu-
cational and mission work in Bar-
dazag, writes me that this brother
William at Erzeroum and Mr. McCal-
lum of Marash, have been through
terrible experiences. He adds: ‘‘There
‘has been, so far, but one massacre
in my field, though many murders. I
visited the scene of the massacres. It
was tragic and sickening beyond de-
scription. I reported its particulars
to the English papers and to the am-
bassador. The ambassador sent me to
the Grand Vizier, Kiamil Pasha, who
listened most graciously to all I had
to say. But the Sublime Porte rules
only in marne. 'Fne Sultan is the ab-
solute and irresponsible ruler of this
miserable country.” I have also re-
ceived today from Mr. Chambers the
subjoined appeal to Canada, which, he
asks me to submit to the Canadian
public. Subscriptions, I am aware, are
being raised in different centers, but
there has as yet been nothing like a
national movement on our part. It
ceems to me that a representative
committee should be formed in Toron-
to and another in Montreal; and like
committees formed in the Maritime
Provinces and the Northwest, each
covering its own province. As to how
or to whom money should be sent,
there 18 the Duke of Westminster's
fund in Loondon, but perhaps the best
plan 18 to send direct to Constanti-
nople, to W. W. Peet, treasurer of
American missions, through his Lon-
don bankers, Messrs. Barclay, Ransom
& Co., 1 Pall Mall £ast, London, S.W.,
England. But I must let Mr. Chambers
speak for himself, assuring your read-
ers that he is a man absolutely to
be relied on. Before going as a mis-
sionary to Turkey he was a minister
in Whitby, Ont. Trusting that you
will commend his appeal to your read-
