The value of written examinations in 
the schools, according to the opinions 
of educationists in the city, varies 
very considerably and depends largely 
on the conditions under which they are 
held and the temperament of the pupils 
who are being examined.

AGRICULTURAL BULLETINS.
So great has been the demand for 

bulletins. pamphlets, records and 
reports upon the publications branch 
of the Department of Agriculture at 
Ottawa as a result of the patriotism 
and production movement that it has 
been found impossible to comply with 
all the applications as promptly as 
could be desired.. Of some of the bul­
letins the supply has been exhausted 
and no 'time has been afforded for re­
printing, while of others the quantity 
asked for individually has been such 
that Instant compliance would mean 
many applicants might have to go 
without.

Moreover the public 
school principal, if he is not able to 
determine whether his pupils are suf­
ficiently advanced to go on to the high 
school, is not fit to be a principal at 
all."

He went on to say that written ex­
aminations held in the schools from 
time to time, on the other hand, were 
decidedly of value in his opinion. In 
fact he declared that he did not think 
he could conduct a school without 
written examinations.

Unnecessary. Inadvisable.
Inspector Edwards also believes that 

the entrance examination is not neces­
sary or advisable. As to written ex­
aminations generally, he says it is im­
possible to lay down any hard and fast 
rule. He believes that they act as a 
stimulus to lazy children, while chil­
dren who are specially gifted and at 
the same time nervous, are prone not 
to do themselves justice in an ex­
amination.

"My own opinion," he said, "is that 
the fewer written examinations the 
better. If examinations are held they 
should be used as a means and not as 
an end, and they should be used 
judiciously. The British system favors 
individualistic observation; it is not 
like the German, which puts everyone 
through the same iron mold."

Other Cities Discarded It.
Mr. Edwards pointed out that Lon­

don is the only one of the four largest 
cities of Ontario where the entrance 
examination has not been discarded in 
favor of the public school principal's 
recommendation, and he expressed the 
hope that the latter system would be 
adopted here also before long.

Edward Wyatt, principal of St. 
George's school, expressed the opinion 
that examinations were all right if not 
carried to excess. They were useful in 
helping a teacher to decide whether a 
pupil should be promoted. He did not 
favor doing away with written ex- 
minations, but he thought they should 
not be made too strenuous, in which 
case they would possibly be a strain 
on the nervous system of some chil­
dren.

James L. Hughes, former chief In­
spector of schools in Toronto, and rec­
ognized as one of the leading educa­
tionalists in Canada, was strongly op­
posed to the entrance examination, and 
believed that written examinations 
generally were of use only rarely. He 
thought they should be used as seldom 
as possible.
