CHALLENGE

REGARDING HIS WAR RECORD

Describes Responsibilities He

Shouldered During
Troublous Times.

REPLIED TO HECKLER

Also M:—.xkes Generous Defence
of His Opponent, Arthur
Meighen.

Winnipeg, Oct. 10.—For the first

time during the present dominion-
wide election tour of Premier King,
his war record wag challenged here
last night and, before an audience of
5,500 people, the premier went out of
his way to take up the challenge.
When he had completed his answer
and invited any further criticism,
there was none forthcoming,
i ‘.A\ number of apparently profes-
sional hecklers hugged the rear wall
of the rink, so far from the platform
that only a fraction of' their interrup-
tions could be understood near the
platform. Premier King disposed eof
them with apparent satisfaction to
the audience, for his replies evoked
loud applause.

When a previous speaker referred
to the premier, someone called out,
“What about his war record?”

Although no further reference to
the subject was made by any ques-
tioner, the prime minister during the
course of his speech asserted: *“I
shall be proud to compare my war
record with the man who asked that
question. I shall be proud to com-
pare it with that of any man.”

Adjusted Industrial Disputes.

He then told how he was 40 years
of age when war broke out, how his
responsibilities at home were great
with a blind father, with a brother
who was helpless with tuberculosis
and who had two children, with a
sister who had heart trouble, and
with his mother having no one bui
himself to take care of her.

Silence deepened as the premier
told how he chose to shoulder this
responsibility and at the same time
adjust several labor disputes for
firms making war supplies, This
work of conciliation had resulted in
these plants greatly increasing their
output. It was obvious that his ex-
i planation made a deep impression on
| his listeners.

“What did Mr. Meighen do during
he war?’ someone called out with
some derision of tone,

“1 think Mr. Meighen did his full
duty in the light in which he saw
it,” was the premier’s response.

It was a fine tribute to a political
| opponent in the heat of a strenuous
election campaign and won the ad-
miration not only of those who heard
the premier’s reply but of many to
whom it was repeated after the meet-
ing.

The prime minister welcomed all
questions, invariably referring to his
questioner as “my friend.” He turned
the numerous questions to splendid
advantage.

Four Portfolios For West,

government was returned to power
Hon. T. B. Norgis, ex-premier of
Manitoba, would be taken into the
covernment, The news was greeted
by prolonged cheers,
