DISABILITIESDuring the long cruise of the sealing 
schooner Vera just ended, things aboard 
have not been of the pleasantest nature 
and more than one of the crew accuses 
Captain W. Bragg of cruel treatment. 
No charges have yet been preferred in 
the courts, but able seaman L. Martin 
declares his intention of prosecuting the 
captain for assault and general abuse, 
with the supplementary charge of 
negligence of navigation. He has a log 
of the cruise that contains a record of 
everything that passed between himself 
and the captain, as also a memo, of some 
of the incidents in which others of the 
crew were implicated. Martin tells a 
pitiful story of the treatment he received, 
and his log kept from day to day 
tends to show much tyranny exercised 
by the captain. He says he was a whaler 
in the Arctic, and as such on one occasion 
became ice blind. The trouble between 
himself and Captain Bragg he states be­
gan one day when he was at the wheel. 
He was keeping the course to the best of 
his knowledge but under difficulty 
caused by the effect of the light shining 
brightly on t|ie chronometer, hurting 
his eyes. In a trying moment he inad­
vertently allowed the schooner to steer a 
point out of her course, when the captain 
pounced upon him and ordered him to 
stand aside 
place. This was very humiliating 
to Martin, for he says he has 
been at sea many years and 
knew well how to manage a vessel 
under the circumstance then pre­
vailing. From that time he did not 
touch the wheel, and for refusing to 
work he was kept in close confinement 
for 35 days. He took sick on the trip, 
and on one occasion the captain in ad­
ministering a dose of medicine accord­
ing to his story took hold of him and 
endeavored to pour a quantity of castor 
oil down his throat. He struggled 
against taking the disagreeable dose 
and the captain finally had to abandon 
his prescription. On another occa­
sion Martin claims to have had hie nose 
broken by the captain, while at still an­
other time he was, he says-, thrown 
forcibly against the side of the schooner, 
having his shirt partially torn off his back 
in the scuffle. His term of confinement 
he served while the vessel was on her 
way from the Japanese coast to Ouna- 
laeka, and he says had he not had a 
doctor’s certificate for sickness he would 
doubtless have been in irons aswas a ship­
mate named T. Doughty. Neither, he 
says, ate anything but bread and water 
during the whole of their incarceration, 
which for Doughty meant thirty-seven 
days. Another of the many grievances 
which Martin has to make against the 
captain is that of travelling for about 
three weeks without side lights on 
the schooner.

What truth there is in these state­
ments remains to be seen if Martin takes 
his case to court.
