Work to Be Commenced Immediately on
the Big Undertaking.

‘Paul Johnson, M.E., a graduate of the
Royal Technical High School and Mining
Academy, of Stockholm, Sweden, is a guest
of the Ranier-Grand, says the Seattle P.-I.
To-day he will léave for Greenwood, B. C.,
where, as the representative of an English
syndicate with $3,000,000 capital, he will
superintend the construction of the largest
smelter in the Dominion of Canada. The
work will be begun at once, and with
rordinary fortune, Mr. Johnson says, will be
completed in November,

The company erecting the new plant is
the British Columbia Copper Smelting Com-
pany, with headquarters in London, Eng-
land. The plant will be of the most modern
pattern d will be devoted to the treat-
ment of cHpper ores exclusively. A separate
‘department will be constructed for the
treatment of matte and copper, without the
other minerals extracted, will be shipped
East !n blocks.

Accompanying Mr. Johnson is John Nor-
born, of the Union Iron Works, of San
Francisco, to whom the contract for all the
iron work has been let. Mr. Norborn will
also look after the matter of supplying
power to the plant. At the present time
both gentlemen are considering a proposi-
tion from a Cascade City power company,
who agree to transmit the amount required
a distance of nine miles. If this does not
prove satisfactory the smelter will erect a
power plant of its own close to the smelter.
