Enthusiasm Evoked at
Night Bodes Well

Annual Meeting Last
for Future of Party-in

Victoria—Capt. Tatlow on Indian Reserve

A degree of enthusiasm that bodes
well for the future of the Conservative
party in this city was evoked last
hight at the annual meeting of the
victoria ~ Conservative Association,
held in Institute Hall.

Practically all of the old executive
wag present, and addresses were givt:m,
among others, by Capt. Tatlow, minis-
ter of finance, and Hon. F. J. Fulton,
minister of lands. Capt. Tatlow .shed
some additional light on the att‘ltude
of the government towards the Song-
hees Reserve question.

Retiring -President.
Barnard,” M.P., the retiring
presided at last night's
meeting. In his opening address, he
alluded to the organizatien work
which had been carried on during his
term of office.  He hoped the audi-
ence had been satisfied with the re-
sult, and he drew attention to the vic-
tories won in the provincial and do-
minion elections. There were, he said,
signs of another election between now
and next June, and it behooved those
present, not alone to keep the or-
ganization in its present state, but to
render it. more perfect still. ‘When it
was possible to win in the Dpminion
ielectiod last October surely it was
possible to win the forthceming pro-
vincial = elections. In the executive

president

said that he had succumbed to one of
the attractions of the city, and had
taken to wife one of its fairest
daughters.

He congratulated the Conservatives
of Victoria on their achievements in
recent times. In 1903 four Liberals
had been returned for the provincial
house, but four years later the city
had redeemed itself by returning four
Conservatives, The triumph ia_ the
Dominion election was still freskh 1In
the memory, and he felt satisfied that
this condition of affairs would con-
tinue.

No small part of the success of:-the
Conservatives in this province, said
Mr. Fulton, was due to the efforts of
Premier McBridé, whose absence he
regretted. He was proud to be one of
his lieutenants. In  his opinion the
showing made by the Conservative
government in British Columbia had
been magnificent. . The revenue, the
expenditure, and the work of the gov
ernment had increased, and these in
creases were emblematic-of the pre
gress being made in every portion of
the province. Mr. Fulton stated that
he had held the portfolios of minister
of lands and works, and attorney-
general. He could say that  three
sessions ago there was not as much
work in these three departments, ar
there was in any one of them today.

The Surveys

Mr. Fulton here gawve some inter-
esting information on the survey work
being carried on in the province. He
showed that this was a work ‘of im-
mense irportance in opening up set-
tlements. “Last year,” he said, the
sum of $280,000 had been expended on
this work., This year surveys will cost
close upon $300,000. In the past com-

which was just going out of.office the
work had been of the most harmon-
ious character, and he expressed the
sincere hope that this.-state of affairs
would eontinue. g

The reports of the vice presidents,
treasurer and secretary, were read
respectively by H. F. Bishop, Leonard
Tait and W. Price, and were all car-
ried unanimously, being of an
eminently satisfactory character. The
treasurers report showed ‘a balance
in the bank to date after-all’liabili-
ties had been cleared. 4

Captain Tatlow.

While the election of officers was
being carried on a number of interest-
ing speeches, illustrating the progress
of the party were delivered. Cap-
tain Tatlow on being called upon con-

}I;résent, in spite of the fact that there
was no great issue before the coun-
try at the present time: * There were
rumors he said of a provincial elec-
tion but he was unable to say when
it 'would be. The. time of peace was
the time to prepare for war, He
drew an interesting comparison
between the condition of affairs in
the province at the time the conser-
vatives came into power and at the
present day.

“Premier McBride,” said Captain
Tatlow, “has been grossly misrepres-
ented by one of the papers in this
province. 1 allude to the Songhees
Reserve ‘question. Let me carry your
mind back to 1903 when the Conser-
vatives first got into power here. At
that time Mr. Helmcken came to us
and asked what we were going to
do about the settlement of the In-
dian Reserve question. At that time
an arrangement had been suggested
by’ Premier Dunsmuir representing
this province and the. then secretary
of state by which 24 acres of the Re-
serve should be set aside for a park,
17 acres, that portion lying between
the E. & N. Railway and the water-
front should be devoted to railway
terminals, and the balance should be
sold. - The money accruing from the
sale was to purchase another reserva-
tion for the Indians, and whatever
was left over. was. to be funded for
the benefit of the Indians. The Con-
servatives of that time were perfectly
willing to ‘aet upen that arrangement,
but the’ Dominion government feared
that the Conservative government in
British' Columpia would get credit for
the settlement of the matter, and
hence, nothing was done.

Empowering Act

“In 1906 'we" pass€éa an’act empow-
ering the provincial: government @ to
deal with the land on the reserve after
the Dominion authorities had settled
the matter with the Indians. We told
the city council to make whatever ar-
rangements they could to effect a set-
tlement, but again. for doubtless the
same reasons nething was done. The
desire of the provincial © government
is to see this vexed question settled.
We do not care who gets the credit
for the achievement. That is the
status of the question toaay. No one
can ‘say that we have not done out
best to -effect a settlement.

“Then Premier McBride has been
asgailed on the grounds that he has
done nothing for Victoria. The gov-
ernment - today is building a road to
Millstream at a cost of $100,000, which
will prove of great advantage from a
tourists’ point of view, and from which
Victoria will benefit considerably. We
are endeavoring to get the whole
block on which the provincial govern-
ment buildings stand to become the
property of the province. We already
own one-half of this property, and we
are prepared to buy the remainder,
and to make the block one of the
handsomest in the entire Dominion.
We are prepared in-every instance to
spend a just proportion of money in
Victoria. In fact we are thoroughly
imbued with the idea that the capital
of the province should get a little
more in proportion than the other
cities. We know that Otth'a the
capital of the Dominion has been
beautified, and when the time:' comes
We are prepared to spend money on 2
similar scheme in Victoria. When the
time of,the next provincial elections
comes around we think that on 'the
record we have made that we car
'a;r]y ask the people, not only of Vie-
toria, but of British Columbia to give
us their support, as we think we have
done honestly by them.”

Hon. Mr. Fulton

The Hon. F. G. Fulton, on being
"»!vllr‘d upon to give an account of him-
8elf for recently becoming a benedict,

plaints were made thatit was not pos-
‘sible to get’ information with regard
to land, even at the parliament build-
ings. This was due to the lack of
survey work going on, We are trying
to remedy all this. During the pre-
sent time we have from _sixteen to
eighteen survey parties at work. One
| of these is in the Clayoquot district,
| and another in the Rupert district on
this islapd. By the end of the sum-
mer. we will ‘have reports from these
of the land, that is ‘available for set-
tlement. ' 'When the field :notes come
from our surveyors they are plotted
Fon ‘the maps over at James Bay. From
these a selection of one-third is made
and is set aside for the purpose of en-
dowing the provincial university for
which aﬂzrar:é 0!@2,000,000 acres -hag
¥ been inage. - By i, 5
lset apart already 16&003%:.«,3?1*1’?;%
'This land is among the best in the
province, so that when this university
is built it will have a magnificent en-
dowment, ana will be one of the best
and most handsome institutions of its
kind in the Dominion. Of the remain-
ing two-thirds of land surveyed, one-
third is open for pre-emption, while
the remaining third is open-for pre-
emptions and settlement. We thus
keep on opening up land for settle-
ment. '

People coming to British Columbia
are not shut out, but have a chance of
purchasing one-third of the land sur-
veyed every year. Last year 300,000
acres were surveyea by the provincial
government, while this year probably
400,000 acres will be surveyed, a great
proportion of which will be open for
settlement.

Mr. Fulton pointed out that the at-
tention of the outside world was
directed on British Columbia today.
He drew attention to the visit of Mr.
Carfleld, a prominent real estate
agent of Rochester, N. Y., who as
recorded in the .Colonist was now on
a visit here. He had seen Mr. Gar-
field and the latter had assured him
that he considered that ‘there were
sixteen$fi ave tofrom imewesenth mh
great opportunities for investment in
British Columbia. Mr. Fulten from
his interview with the visitor stated
that it was highly probable that a
large amount of Rochester capital
might be directed to this province.
Mr, Garfield had sald that In Roch-
ester, with a population of 20,000 peo-
ple, there was a sum of $150,000,000
lying idle in the banks.

Alluding to Victoria Mr. Fulton oen-
gratulated the people of their pro-
gress, and saia that he was sure that
within a few years’ time the popula-
tion would be double what it is now.
Judging by the attendance and en-
thusiasm at the present meeting the
continued success of the Conservative
party in this city was assured.

H. B. Thomson

H. B. Thomson, M..P. P., who was

the next speaker, alluded .to the attack
made upon him by a local paper be-
cause he had stated that the non-set-
tlement of the Songhees Reserve ques-
tion was the fault of the Dominion
government. ‘“After Captain Tatlow’'s
remarks,” said Mr. Thomson, “I think
it will be evident to you all that it is
sheerly the fault of the Dominion gov-
ernment that this question has not
been settled long ago. Yoiu remember
how prior to the last general election
the Hon. W. Templeman said at a
meeting at Spring Ridge that he haa
an important statement to make on
the Songhees Reserve question but he
would make it at a meeting to be held
in Victoria “West. Well, the. latter
meeting came off, and Mr. Temple-
man’s bomb failed to explode. Legis-
lation was promised on this matter
during the last session, but the. ses-
sion has passed .away and no legis-
lation had been introduced.”
. Mr. Thomson went on to deal with
the attempt of the Dominion govern-
ment to euchre the province out of the
Tsimpsean reserve. He told how the
railway company had made a dicker
with the Indians and the Dominion
government fell into line and turned
over the property to the G. T. P. But
the provincial government stood pat,
and would not allow the railway com-
pany to register the title deeds, and
insisted on retaining one-fourth in-
terest. 'This interest the province of
British Columbia still holds, and when
the land is put on the market it will
realize probably as much as was made
in the sale of Prince Rupert townsite
lots.

The speaker went on to allude to
the work done by the goverament in

Vietoria, of the grants made to the
Agricultural association which had a
period of depression after the build-
ings had been burned down, of the aid
given to the Jubilee hospital and the
Old Men’s Home. He referred to what
Captain Tatlow had said on the affairs
of the province and in this respect
quoted some figures illuminative of
the prosperity which had blessed the
country under the Conservative re-
gime. The following figures dealing
with the reduction of the province’s
debt, the money spent on public works,

and the increase in taxatfon during the
same period were quoted by Mr.
Thomson: and are indicative of the
great progress being made:

Mr. Thomson dealing with the above
figures pointed out that the province’s
debt. had been reduced by more than
one-half, the amount of money spent
on public works had been increased
eightfold, and taxation, in spite of the
fact that the population had largely
increased, had only been increased by
eight per cent. All this had been ac-
complished unhder a Conservative gov-
ernment.  Most. of the money which
they were now able to spend on public
works had been derived from the na-
tural resources of the province, while
the difference in taxation was prac-
tically nil compared with the growth
in every line.

Others to speak were R. F. Green,
the newly-elected president, F. Davey,
M.P.P, E. A. Lewis, J. L. Beckwith,
and W. Blakemore.

Before the meeting adjourned the fol-
lowing resolutions were carried- unan-
imously: “(1) That the date of the
annual meeting of the aasgclation be
changed to February, to be held on a-day
to be selected by the exeocutive and duly
advertised.  (2) That this assoclation
expresses its unbounded confidence in
Hen. R. L. Borden, the leader of the
Conservative party in the Dominion, and
in the policy pursued »y him. (3) That
Fremier ‘McBride and his colleagues
have the unbounded confidence of this
meeting. (4) That resolutions two _and
three be telegraphed to Hon. R. L. Bor-
den and Premier McBride respectively.

Cléveland, Ohio, June 17.—There will
be no strike of the longshoremen on
the Great Lakes, according to T. V.
O’Connor, international president of
the Longshoremen’s Unjon, who arriv-
ed here yesterday. “The vote of the
members of the union upon the ques-
tion of declaring a strike was so close
that we had to go over it again,” said
Mr. O’Connor. :

“There i# one error which I wish to
correct and that is that the movement
among the longshoremen is sympa-
thetic in connection with the strike of
the marine engineers, seamen, cooks
and firemen. This is not thée case. We
are acting independently. Wages are
not the issue at this time. We are
fighting for the union and its prin.
ciples.”

Mr. O'Connor also said: he is not in
favor of the strike by the longshore-
men at. this time and hopes that the
final count of the ballots will shows
the members to be against it.

“The general business does not war-
rant such a move at this *time,” he
said.

MEETING OF KINGS
TO MAKE FOR PEACE

London, June 17.—The suspicions
with which the proposed meeting of
Emperors William and Nicholas was
viewed in England, when the. an-
nouncement was first made, on the
assumption that Germany was at-
tempting to weaken the triple entente,
have almost entirely disappeared, and
both through the papers and in the
streets one now hears it generally
wélcomed. as a further move to se-
cure the peace of Europe.

This change in sentiment is the
result of most candid semi-official
statements from Berlin and St. Peters-
burg. That such is the intention of
the interview has been accepted In
England, and it s pointed out that
in view of the coming visit of the
Emperor of Russig to Sweden, Den-
mark, France and England, and pos-
sibly Italy, a mseting between Em-
peror Nicholas and the Emperor of
Germany could not be avoided with-
out the suggestion of discourtesy,

GRADUNTED SEALE
0F D0TES ON

Cent a' Pound — A'Very
Heavy Tax

Washington, D.C., June 17.—As soon
as the Philippine amendment was dis-
posed of by the Senate yesterday the
zinc schedule of the tariff bill was
brought up by Mr. Aldrich, who off-
ered a committee amendment substi-
tuting a graduated scale of rates on
zinc ore in place of the duty of one
g?lxl]t a pound as provided in the House

The substitute admits zinc¢-bearing
ores containing less than ten per cent
of zinc free of duty. On zinc ore con-
talning from ten to twenty per cent
there is a quarter of a cent a pound
on the zinc contained therein, and on
zinc ore containing from twenty to
twenty-five per cent, one half of a
cent per pound; on the zinc and on
ore containing more than twenty-five
per cent, one cent per pound.

A substitute for the committee
amendment was offered by Mr. Stone
which provided that all zine in pigs
or blocks, oxide of zine, old and worn
out zinc fit only to be re-manufac-
tured and all manufactured zinc
should be placed on the free list but it
was lost.

APPLEBY’S CLEAN UP

Montclair, N. J, June 17.—Fred
Appleby, the English long-distance
runner, who made Montclair his head-
quarters when he came to this coun-
try a few months ago, has returned to
his native land, several thousand dol-
lars richer by reason of his participa-
tion in American and Canadian Mara-
thons. Appleby did not finish first in
any of the important ‘races, but he
landed part of the money in every
event in which he was entered. He
expects to return to this country in
September and re-enter the racing
ame. Alfred Shrubb, another Eng-
ish long-distance runner who made
Montclair his headquarters, is said to
have cleaned up $30,000 since he came
to America.

AMATEUR GOLF

AND AMERICAN LEAD

London, June 17.—~The predominance !
of American and British horses in the
International Horse Show, which came
to.an end yesterday, evident through-
out the ten days of judging at Olym-
pia, has been further emphasized by
the complete prize lists that are now
available. British owners headed the
list of prize winners in point of num-
bers, but a comparison of the number
of winners to entries gives the Amer-
icans a still better average, taking
eight cups against Great Britain's
eleven out of a total of 21. Of the two
remaining one went to Canada and
the other to France.

The summary of awards includes
Great Britain first with 52 firsts, 54
seconds, 51 thirds, 36 fourths, 30 fifths
17 sixths, - 43 reserves, and 52
commends, and America second, |
34 firsts, 24 seconds, 29 thirds, 23|
fourths, 15 fifths, 6 sixths, 16 reserves|
and 17 commends. Canada was fifth
with 1 first, 2 seconds, 2 fourths and |
