THE RED RIVER’S RISE.

Fierce Flond—Revevgeful Red—The Mem-
ory of the Oldest Taxed Freaks of Ice
Floes—The Emerson Bridge Leaves for
Winnipeg in Detail.

(From our Special Correspondent.)

West LysNe, Man., April 17, 1882.—
The past few days have been eventful ones
in the valley of the Red river. Many of the
gravest apprehensions have been realized.
From Fargo, Da., to this point—and I lim 't
it to this immediate vicinity—a course of
six hundred miles, the Red river f the
north has this season demonstrated that
under certain conditions it is not an impus-
sible matter for the Red river valley to be
submerged in several feet of water, with
swiftly moving ice, high winds and other
things incident to regularly flooded districts,
The reports received of the high water at
Fargo and Grand Forks and the consequent’
damage to property, gave the people in
this vicinity notice of what they might ex
pect. Furgo, by Red river, is nearly six
hundred miles from the international boun-
dary line, Grand Forks being about haif
that distance. Both these towns like Pem-
bina and West Lynne are on the west bank

of the Red tiver, but in the case of Far

and Grand Forks there is a bench of the
river fiont which is much lower than the
Laudklyiug a short distance west of these

RS.

BOUND FOR QU’APELLE,

A World Reporter with the Primitive
Methodist Colony.—At Port Hurem.—
At St. Paul.—Scenes on the Way.—
Mllk in the Cars.

A World reporter left Toronto last Wed-
aesday on the Grand Trurk train carrying
the Primitive Methodist colony to the
Qu’apelle district in the Northwest. We
have received the two following letters from
him, but whether the party have suceeeded
in getting through or not on account of
the floods we cannot say :

PorT HURoON, Apri 20.— The train arriv-
od safely and on time, and now commences
the great event of the trip, viz., arranging
with the United States custom authorities.
The ordinary railway traveler knows from
experience tho great amount of inconveni-

ence and trouble that a custom house officer
can give when he makes up his mind to be
disagreeable—how often one sees a trunk
turnéd upside down, etc. But a colonist
passenger is safe from these indignities. Mr.
Ford our guide, who is an old Grand
Trunk maa. seems to have anticipated
every thingfor us. Each passenger had a
list of his *‘traps” and each pointed out in
turp, even to the horses, cows; chickens,
and the goat (belonging to some free and
accepted mason I suppose). The custom
officers seemed kind and obliging.

As it is some time siuce I passed over
the Grand Trunk T must say I wasgratified
ab the condition the road is in. Thesteel
rails are a great improvement on the old
iron ones, and the whole line seems as
smooth as glass. Our train travels at the
same time as the express which is a great
advantage to one going such a long journey
as it is to Winnipeg.

THE PASSENGERS,

If such an author as Dickens were on this
train he could find enough to keep his pen
vusy for some time. Old men, young men:
ditto women, married and single; people
frem the country, people from town ; all
pushing on to improve their condition in
life, There isa party in the seats behind
me, I can get occasional snatches of their
conversation: ‘“‘Qu’Appelle, Brandon, Sou-
ris country, corner lots in Garfield, 30 bush-
els to the acre, can’t giow corn though,
oats 75¢ per bushel at Brandon, syndicate
i8 a fraud, do you think the railway will
ever be finished to the Pacific, you don’t
feel the cold though in Mauitoba, and
when there is a flood you don’t feel the
water as wet as it is in Ontario, land is too
high in Oatario now for a farmer now.
There is no church that ever did so much
for its people as the Methodist is doing
now, Irving Walker is a  cat man, I am
not going to stop at Winnipeg, I am going
right on the rolling prairie, ete.

CHicAGo, April 21, 10 a.m.—Primative
Methodist train arrived all right and will
be taken around the city to the track of
the Chicago and Northwestern railway,
thus savitig change of cars and the trouble
and expense of going through Chicago. As
soon as the colonists have breskfasted and
the cattle and horses been fed and watered
all of which will take half an hour, we
proceed: to St. Panl. Th~ agent of the
Northwestern, Mr. P.ine, met the train on
arrival seven miles from here and took. us
in charge. Oue learns to look on the
special railway agents as pilots at sea, for
in fact they take charge of the train at
once, seemingly—busy g ving orders to con-
ductors, breakmin and bsggage smashers,
and answering questions as rapidly as the
needlessly, nervous passengcrs can ply
them.

Added to this
were repeated snow storms making the
largest quantity of snow. ever seen during
any winter in this country since ’62
Different weather in the country of the
heap waters caused the river to riss rapidly
and the water flowing down steadly resch-
ed this point and beyond long befotg the
ice gave any sign of relaxing its wintry
grasp. = The result was that the ice in some
place five thick feet and solid as iion,
rosein a body and kept rising with the
loosening of the streams far to the south.
The consequence was easy to forsee.

BEFORE THE ICE COULD THAW
suffiriently to break up it woulid be lifted
very high, and then only more in com-
paratively short shores. This turned out
to be the case this season. A year ago
though the water reached the highest point
known for some years the ice moved out
beforeit had risen twelve feet. This year
the water has reached more than thirty-five
feet from the winter level of the ics, before
it budged. The first movement took place
on Thursday last when the ice in a body in
front of this town moved about three
hundred yards, and then budged against
both shores and the Emerson bridge. There
it remains firm awaiting the rapidly rising
current. It was evident that mischief was
intended.

moved in ominous grandeur, steadily but
surely down in the direction of the east.
town pier. It was .evident that this field
of ice would strike the eastermost pier,
the farthest pier “on the Emerson side.
This it did like a huge battering ram.
Every thing in front went. A man with a
team was on the span which was about fifty
feet long. He head the crashing, and in-
stantly gave whip to his horses. A man
on horseback was ahead of him. They
were both on the fatal span. In less than ten
seconds they cleered the careening structure,
and instinctively looking back saw behind
them a yawning gap of; fifty feet, the
span of the bridge floating down stream
and a rush and roar of jamming, Thus
went down the eastern span. It made

A NOISE LIKE A VOLLEY
of artillery in full broadside, and hundreds
of people came flocking to the spot to se:
what was the matter. The span and the
pier floated down with the drifting ice a
distance of a quarter of a mile when it
jammed with the ice, and where a gang of
men went to secure it. The draw which
was upwards of a hundred feef remained all
right, as did the next pier to the east. This
pier was parily ballasted with rock and the
wce jammed against it and the breakwater
pier in the centre of thieTiver. As soon as
possible the town aythorities and citizens
were busy as bees providing ways for the
protection of the balance; but little could
be done. The water continues to rise and
with it the ice. Oa Saturday afternoon a
universal movement of the ice was observ-
ed in the vicinity of the bridge and in no
time the next pier to the eastern shore
went from under and disappeared, while the
breakwater pier which was constructed in
front of the centre pier went to pieces,
A WAREHOUSE
above the bridge was crushed in as if
it were so much cardboard, and the
noise of the woving ice could be heard for
a long distance. After the destruction of
the second pier, the Sdraw was swung uap
and down the stream and one end of it was
fastened with a hawser to the next pier
in.mediately below the bridge. On Satur-
day afternoon the ice had reached to within
three and a half or five feet of the top of
the floor of the bridge, and not one of the
remaining piers was in sight, being covered
with water and ice. The water continued
to rise about an inch an hour, and but a
small quantity of ice had passed below the
bridge. The sun and rapidly rising current
of Saturday and yesterday continued to
weaken the ice somewhat, but as the
water kept rising the advantage gained so
far as the bridge was concerned was neutra-
lized. Yesterday the movement of the ice
was more frequent and late in the afterncon
all theicein the river from the bridge to We-
Lynne with the exception of some that
jammed against the centre or draw pier
passed through between that pier and the
Emerson shore.

About9 o'clock last evening a large jam
of ice from up the river occurred at the
foot of Brydges avenue.

This jam passed down, ‘and as it approach-
ed the draw of the bridge ao{ the western
span the excitement of the spectators was-
great. Down 1t cawe, crashing and thund-
ering, but the shock was evenly takeas by
the centre pier and the Ewierson shore, on
which were some small buiidings and a
warehouse or two. These were more or
less exposed, being battered in.
A LARGE (ROWD CULLECTED

on either shore to witness the jam. After
mo-t of the ice went down, the crowd dis-
persed, thinking that the danger was over.
Two hours afier a tremendous jam came
along.” It struck the aforesaid warehouse
at the foot of Brydges avenme here and
lifsed it gentlv into the river, und down it
went with the ice. Down went this mas-
sive jam, nearer and nearer to| (he centre
pier of the ill-fated bridge. A smuli crowd
had collected on either shore. When the
ice reached the small buildings and the
warehouse, the ¢’ musketry firing” began,
the crashing of boards and splitting tim-
ber were terrific. The main body of the
ice shook the ccntre pier like a hage ram,.
and everything conuected with the draw
went off like a cannon shot.

DOWN WENT THE DRAW AND KEST PIER
to which it was tied, followed by mussive
fields of ice, debris and a couple of build-
ings which helped to impel the moving
mass, In three minutes it was out' of
sight down the stream, the ice in the mean-
time keeping up a crackiug and a roaring
that was beautifully grand.

As I looked upon the western and re-
maining sp.an of Emerson’s costly structure,
a span that had often carried me safely
over, I could not help thinking that there
must have been a special providence
watching over this portion, but perhaps
the fact that the current was almost déad
under the span will best account forits im-
munity from destiuction. The bridge cost
Emerson $40,000 an1 wasa free traffic one.
Theice in smali quantities Las been goin
-down stream all day, but the water is stil
rising at the rate of an inch an hour, and
is now three inches higher than the high<st
point reached last year. The news from
above is hepeful. The water bas beeu
falling at Grand Forks for a couple of days,
By to-morrow it will be receding here.
Your correspondent will take a boat and
inspect the surronndings to-morrow. The
damage here is abont $3000. At Ewmerson

togesher and told them that he did not be-
lieve in giving up until he was beaten.

The whole 400 men stepped- to the front -
and said they would follow him wherever
he went.
