The Spread of Diphtheria.
{Canadian Practitioner.]
Diphtheria has become quite a serious scourge
n many parts of Canada. Much has been said
about its prevalence in Toronto, and many ex-
aggerated statements with reference to it have
been made. However, with so serious a disease
in-our midst it is exceedingly important that we
should adopt stringent measures to preveat ite
spread. iphtheria is essentially & preventible
disease and at the same time & horribly con-
tagiong one.
e have had some sad lessons on the subject
in Toronto. _We have had instances where
ups of children have been engaging in their
nocent rts, with an infected and ecting
throat in their midst, scatterin virulent poison
in all directions. In many suc cases fond and

looking on, all un-
conscious of the tlead.l{l perils_surrounding their
little ones, until sore t ideveloped in & few
days, resulting in msllqnmt diphtheria, which
rapi destroyed its little victims. A
&a ave no doubt that 1 a large proportion
of cases this disease
This is perhaps more common W
than any other contagious disease,
due to the dificuity as 1o diagnosis in cases O
comparatively mild sore throat. In the ordinary
lay vernacular, we have syleerated sore throat,”
wiich i considered a somewhat trifling disease.
This probably corresponds with what is known
to the profession as “follicnlar tonsillitis,”” which
is, in a large number of cases, simply a non-
specific jnflammation of the tonsils, with a harm-
less follicular exudation.
Without entering into a discussion of questions
uite settled, we are inc ined to
those who thiak that in such cases
the exudation is sometimes diphtheritic in char-
acter, although this cannot be made out by the
paked oye. Considering the subject cllnicauﬁ,
there can be no doubt that certain cases of diph-
theria have not been detected until the resulting
paralysis has shown that the disease was consti-
tutional, and not simply & local inflammation.
Many such mild cases have proved the sources of
serious infection.
