states that he never saw Dale, and that the lat-
ter's statements are altogether false, as lie never
contradicted his former testimony, given at the
trial, which he says is entirely true.

A CLEVER SWINDLER NABBED

RIOHAMD RUDD DENT CAUGHI BY
CUDDYX AND DAVIA

He is Charged with Stealing $3000 from
Matt Evans—Other Toronto Men Who
suffered—His P'ast Record--How He
Yooled a Hotelkeeper in Auburn-A
Toronto Lady Duped.

The way of the transgressor is hard and
there is probably no one in Canada to-day
who realizes more fully than Richard Ra dd
Dent, alias J. A. Dene, M.D., who is now
trying to collect his thoughts behind the
prison bars and kicking himself because he
left the “land of the free”and came with
the gente south wind to Canada.

Detectives Cuddy and Davis arrested bim
Jast night, and the capture is the mostim-
portant made by 7Toronto detectives ina
very long time. He is charged with stealing
83000 from Matt Evans, the well-known
billowy saloonkeeper of this city, and the
clever way in which he did it furuishes an
iuteresting story.

It wus away bnckin 1882, when reople
were going wild over the Winnipeg boom,
whin carloads of hopest. Canadians, inter-
mingled with train loads of half-starved
Scandinavians in the rush for Mauitoba,
that this slick young man, then
in ~'the primé of his manhood—and
villainy—came to Toronto and wormed him-
self 1nto the confidence of Honest Matt Kvans,

He represented bimself as u big land specu-
lator.and pot about $18,000 from dats vo in-

has never since seen the real estate ‘of the
“long green” and at the same time he
worked John Saker, the King-sireet barber,
for $4500 on the same fraudulent scheino. A
short time afterwards, and while still'possess-
ing the outire confidence of Mr. Evanps,he re-

ved $8000 from him to buy a ¢onsignment
of apples which were to be shipped to Eng-
Jand, - This was on Sept. 12, 1882, He got
his -brother, A. L. Deut,:to go with Alr.
Evans to the Old Country, there to await
the arrivalof the spples. The censignment
never arrived and after waiting there
for a couple of months. Dent (the prisouer’s
brother) put Mr. Evans on-a steamship
bound for New York. He boarded a faster
vessel and arrived in Gotbam first. This
move was probably made to avoid being
arrested in Euglund.

Neither of the Dent brothers were heard
of ‘until Feb. 10, 1835, - when Richard
turned up in Auburn, N.Yi,' under
the name of J. A, Dene, M.D. He loaded up
the newspupers there with a story to the
effect thet he had charge’of three hospitals
in Toronto, and bad visited their town to

rforin a very delicate surgical operation,

o. stayed -at tho Palace Hotel, and
while there tuld the property, James
Lhe "had finmenss quan-
tities of real estate in Winnipeg. His
fabulous yarus were believed. -He pretended
to bave bought some land in Auwurn. He
procured a lot and actually had lumber
piled on the premises, to bear out a story
that he bad invented, to the effect that he
was going to erect a large building. Taking
all these frets into cousideration it is not
to be wondered at that the unsuspecting
hotel man weat to the bank and identified
bim a Dr. J. A. Dene, théreby enabling tbe
clever doctor (7) to procare $400, He and
his medicine case immediately disappeared.

He was next heard of in Maunchester,
England in 1801 and was then In com-
pauy with a man supposed to be his brother
A. L. Dent. The pair put up at 70 Oldham
road. Robert said that he was a gon of “Col.
G. 'T. Denison of Toronto, and ther man was
pleasea to call himselt W. F. Boyd, saying
that he was a son of ex-County Judge Boyd.
“Phere they met Mrs. W. F. Fisher,widow of
H. A, Mercer, and who formerly lived on the
corner- of Queen and Claremont-streofs in
this . ‘Tuey told ber old familiar stories
abons Toronto, and she fully belisved them
to. ba the persons they represented themselves
to be. SE; did not hesitate, when asked, to
go to a bank and identify them. With this
assistance they were enabled to procure £100.
They lefv Manchester a shorttime after wards.

Mrs. Fisher soon found out that she had
been swindled and immedialy started for
Toronto. She reported the case to the
Detective Departinent and they teeling as-
sared that the pair werc men acquainted in
Toronto bave been on the look out for them.
Mrs, Fisher gavea minute description ,of
both,

Some time 0go it was learned that Richard
Dent was with his wife in Grand Rapids,
where he was carrying vn a real estate Lusi-
ness. Sever years bad elapsed since he had
perpetrated his swindling busiuess in Auburn,
and as the chase had mnot boen kept
up continuously during that time, he could
not be arrested. Toe Torofito detectives
were watching for kim in the bope that he
would visit Toronto to see some of his rela-
tives, who were known to reside here, Sure
enough, he came, arriving here on Saturday.
T'he detectives have been after him ever since,
and succeeded in anresting bim aboutb
o'clock last night on tho charge stated above.
His brother, A. L Dent, 18 in Detroit, and
he has nnother brotber residing Hamilton.

The prisoner is a youug looking man about
85 years old, with a fair complexion, and is
about 5 teet 10 inches in height. He will be
brought up in the Police Court to-day.

A BUCKET SHOP BUSTED.

A Short Tale of Three Cities—A Compli-
cated Case Which Has a Pointed
Moral.

Some three weeks ago Hucker & Hoflman, who
are alleged to carry on a sort of bucket shop
business in Buffalo, concluded to enlarge their
field ot operations and fixed on Toronto s a good

lace to land in, They appointed as their agents
Eere Augustus Hoexter and J. Berlovitcn, both
well-known men about town.

Rooms were opened in Yonge-street a feul
doors south of Melinda-street, and a paying busi-
ness was done for a time, and then came the
trouble.

There are two sides to the story and The World
will try to give both us far as.can be ascertained,
although the facts are somewhat complicated.

When the firm commenced tbeir philanthropic
work in Toronto they deposited $1000 in the
Molsons Bank asa guarantee that winners (if
there were any) wonid get their money.

Last Saturday is said to have been a
bad dav for the proprietors, everything
went the other way. On that day Hucker was in
Toronto. Monday, when Hoexter weunt to the
Molsons to draw the money to “cash the winning
tickets,” he found the mouey bad Leeu drawn
out by Hucker. Hoexter, knowingt]hat the
Buffalo company had | mooey deposited in
the Traders’ in Hamil%on, determined to get
enough out of it to square the Torento people.
He tock out an injunction agaiast the “Interna-
tional” to restrain the Traders' from paying over
the money, but later on he ‘discovered that the
money was deposited in the name of Kent &
Padden, the Hamilton agents of the concern.

The injunction has been amended so that as
the matter now stands the bank cannot pay
Kent & Padden, nor can the latter check out the
money to the Buffalo people. That is Hoexter's
gtory.

Tl{e other side of the tale goes this way:

Shartly after Hoexter & Berlovitch were ap-

inted agents, mot being satisfled with the
H(l;eml commission paid them, began to “‘deal”
themselves. unknown -to their employers, and
quit about $150 shy.¢ As the amount of their
losses and the Buifalo men's gain was not
remitted prowmptly ome of the members
of the firm came to Toronto to ascertain
the cause of the delay. He was coolly told by his
agepts that they were oniy dealing for fun.
Matters were fixed up and the game was con-
tinued by Hoexter alone for a short time. The
suspicions of his employers were evidently
aroused,as they appear to have closed the place
at shert notice.
