ST. MARK’S CENTENNIAL.

A History of the Old Anglican Church at 
Nlagam-on-the-Lake.

Niagara-on-the-Lakb, July 
old parish church of St Marti, Niagara, 
celebrated its centennial yesterday ana to­
day by memorial services. On Saturday 
afternoon a braes tablet in one of the side 
walla was unveiled, giving the history of the 
parish, the building, ita restoration and the 
names of its incumbents. The tablet was 
unveiled by Rev. Canon Read, after which 
Rev. K. J. Fessenden delivered a charge, 
eloquent hi its description of the missionary 
seal of the Church of England. After him 
came the venerable rector, Archdeacon Mc- 
Marray, who read m a clear voice a history 
of the parish and closed with the well- 
known charge of St. Pan! to the Corin­
thians to continue in the faith and work. 
There were large congregations, including 
many clergymen. ' Bishop Coze of W os tern 
New York preached on bunday.

History et St. Mark's.
Built about 1792 or M793 St ‘Mark’» 

church has had the remarkable record that 
in the following century completed tins 
year it has had but three rectors. The 
first, Rev. Mr. Addison, went to Niagara 
as the pioneer missionary in that section of 
the Society for the Propagation of the Gos­
pel. He continued as incumbent for 87 
years, dying Oct. 6, 1829, aged 75. Rev. 
Thomas Green succeeded him aud preached 
for 27 years, dying at Niagara in January, 
1864. Tablets to both the above clergymen 
are in the church. Archdeacon McMurray 
has completed the remaining 36 years. 
Virile and active at the age of 82 he bids 
fair to pass Rev. Mr. Addison’s record and 
get well into the new century. .

Prior to the second war with England St. 
Mark’s history was doubtless that of & 
quiet country parish, except the good Mr. 
Addison used to travel long distances to 
baptize, marry and bury. He was a scholar 
and reader. His lifêrkry of rare theological 
and other wgrks is in perfect preservation 
at the rectory in Archdeacon McMurray’s 
study.

SUNDAY AT LONGFORD. ;
With Devastating Sweep It is Gaining 

Ground— Moscow Scourged— Blot at 
Astrakhan.

8t. Petersburg, July 9.—It is rumored 
that despite the efforts made to prevent it, 
cholera has reached Moscow,where the total 
absence of sewerage rendors the situation 
most dangerous. Several passengers on 
board the steamer Orinoco, bound from 
Astrakhan for Niamni, died from cholera 
on the steamer. Owing to the prevalence 
of cholera at Baku the Government offices 
have been transferred to Kaahsri, 165 versts 
from Baku.

There have been reported in Saratoff 40 
new cases of cholera and 11 deaths from the 
disease. In Astrakhan 112 new cases have 
been reported. The hospital record in 
Astrakhan is incomplete. At Baku there 
have been 94 deaths outside the hospitals. 
There have been taken to the hospitals 179 
new patients and 18 more deaths have oc­
curred in them. At Tiflia seven new cases 
and two deaths are reported.

_wo sanitary inspectors and a doctor wul 
watch each The municipal authorities 
have granted 200,000 roubles to allow these 
boards to take necessary precautions to 
prevent the introduction of the disease.

Blot In Astrekhan.
Astrakhan, July 10.—A çumor spread 

here to-day that the quarantine precautions 
being taken by the authorities were unnec- 
cessary and that healthy people were being 
packed in the hospitals, and that 
many people had been buried 
alive. An immense crowd gathered and 
the infuriated populace attacked and set 
fire to the hospitals after removing the sick 
and the naked to the Governor’s 
House. Here they were 
by a military detachment and final­
ly dispersed. The leaders were ar­
rested. On Friday 191 new cases of cholera 
and 32 deaths were reported in Astrakhan, 
63 cases and 16 deaths in Saratoff, 180 cases 
and 37 deaths at Baku, 6 deaths in Tiflis 
and 9 new cases in Tsarisin.

Three thousand emigrants from infested 
districts are quarantined in the roadstead 
of Astrakhan. They are in a miserable 
condition.

St. Petersburg, July 10.—The riots at 
Astrakhan originated in reports that 
had been circulated among the ignorant 
populace that the sanitary measures taken to 
pr vent the spread of cholera were 
n pessary, so that the sick were put 
into the hospitals without cause, 
and that many6 were buried alive, 
being without medical attendance and feed 
and water being scarce.

The latter 
succeeded in reducing the former Conserva­
tive majority in the district by 797 
votes. Ia the Tavistock division of 
Devonshire the Liberals scored another 
victory over their opponents, wresting the 
seat from the Conservatives by a majority 
of 217. The Stroud division of Gloucester­
shire also underwent a radical change of 
sentiment, the former Conservative ma­
jority of 709 being overcome and re­
placed by a Liberal majority of 204.

Brbnham, Tex., July 9.—Two 12- 
pounder Napoleon field-pieces, the first 
issued to the Brenham Field Artillery, 
were shipped here last evening with tags 
fastened on them bearing the inscription, 
‘‘Strikers, Homestead, Penn.” Inquiry at 
the Santa Fe station elicited the informa­
tion that the bill of lading had been issued 
through Kansas City, and from there the 
officials did not know where the guns were 
going. The shipment caused a sensation.

Will Use Bombs.
Pittsburg, July 8.—A startling rumor 

s being whispered about on the South 
Side, which, if true, show* that the Home­
stead men are determined to make the oc­
currences at that place/as costly as pos­
sible before they will acknowledge defeat. 
The report is that several South Side men, 
who are thoroughly informed as to the 
manner of handling dynamite effectively, 
have been employed to act when emergency 
comes.

It is said that the locked-out men will 
not permit injury to the Carnegie milia 
until they have exhausted other means of 
defence. The last step will be the use of 
dynamite. As soon as an armed force ap­
pears on the ground, either deputy-sheriffs 
or the militia, it is asserted that the dyna­
miters will hurl bombs into the mill and 
that an effort will be made to destroy the 
entire plant. The men indignantly deny 
the truth of the rumor.

The Sheriff Can Do Nothing.
Pittsburg, July 9.—Sheriff McCleary 

did nothing in the Homestead matter to­
day. He has exhausted all his means and 
will awaiit developments. It is now certain

8T. MARK'*, XlAQARA.

The centenary services held on Saturday and 
yesterday In the old parish church of St. Mark’s, 
in the old historic town of Niagara, were of a 
unique character and possessed of what Is so rare 
in America—a flavor of the venerable. The 
unique thing was that in the 100 years’ history of 
the parish church the living had in all that time 
been held by but three men, and the third of 
them is still in possession and was able to take 
the leading part In the commemoration. As to 
the venerable it can easily be said that here in 
Upper Canada a century of years covers almost 
all our history. If we except the Highland set­
tlement in Glengarry, the Bay of Quinte settle­
ment by the Loyalists and the French settlements 
In Essex, opposite Detroit, there is no part of 
Upper Canada that has a longer consecutive his­
tory than the old town at the mouth of the Great 
River. No part is so histoi Ic, so worthy of hav­
ing the glamor of the romance of the good old 
times thrown about It the whole Niagara dis­
trict is ouweontCharming country. Wonderfully 
rich in verdure, still more blessed In foliage 
and In the remains of old forests, It' has 
a great ridge rising across it, an>byssmal canyon 
running through it, and from the ridge down 
there are slopes covered with peach orchards 
and vineyards and on the table-land above and 
on the plains lower still are fields of all sorts of 
grain and gardens of all manner of fruits and 
flowers. An air of peace and plenty pervades the 
soft and summer sky, and If you watch the voices 
of the people you will find they are in a milder 
tone than outside of tho district. It is a country 
that contains a river and a cataract that is quite 
the foremost natural wonder of the globe. And 
some day when our people hare learned to make pointed 
the true Niagara wine out of the thousands and 
thousands of tons of the luscious grapes that this 
district produces it will be one of the ideal por­
tions of our continent. It Is midway ot the 
Hardy North and the Softer South. It is a coun­
try, as the poet-philosopher would say, of sweet 
reasonableness. It is a country one would live 
in, It is a country still more that one would 
to die in after a labor of activity and to rest In 
one of its quiet churchyards.

And this brings us back to 8t. Mark’s, with Its 
old stones and graves and the remains of rifle 
pits still to be seen amid the burial plots; the 
memorial tablets within the walls, and even on 
the outside walls; the records of men who 
fought and died on the adjacent battle-fields to 
keep Canada in touch with Britain. For if the 
Niagara River is the greatest natural wonder of 
the world, England Is in most things that con 
corns the true welfare of humanity the leading 
country of our globe. It is the first in literature 
and in thought, and in the march of civilization 
and somehow we in Canada have preserved a 
more or less living touch with the Mother Lana 
and her historic church, which our cousins to the 
south have1 t.

Hi s Excellency’s Speech.
Gentlemen of the Senate: Gentlemen of the 

House of Commons:
In relieving you from further attendance 

in Parliament I congratulate you on the 
useful legislation which has resulted from 

deliberations during this long and 
arduous session. The adoption of the code 
of criminal law will confer a great benefit 
on all classes who are concerneduTthe 
ministration of that branch of jurispru­
dence, and is an achievement which will 
reflect credit on the Parliament of Canada. 
The difficult task of readjusting the 
representation of the people in the 
House of Commons ‘in accordance 
with the census returns has been accom­
plished with comparatively little disturb­
ance of existing electoral divisions, and in 
a manner that I hope will prove to be satis­
factory in its operation. The legislation 
relating to the Northwest Territories, 
Dominion lands, railways, patents, and 
to the inspection of provisions, and the 
various other measures which have been 
completed, are calculated to benefit the in­
dustrial and commercial interests of the 
countrv, and to promote its general wel­
fare. You have been doubtless gratified by 
the announcement that the Government of 
Newfoundland is likely to hold a friendly 
conference with mÿ Government upon the 
differences which had arisen between Can­
ada and that colony, and that in the mean­
time all causes of further dispute or irrita­
tion have been removed. A representation 
has been made by the administration of the 
United States that the schedule of tolls 
which has been in force upon the Canadian 
canals for some years past operates to the 
disadvantage of the shipping and products 
of United States citizens on the great lakes. 
This complaint has been examined and dis­
cussed with the authorities of the United 
States, and a proposal has been submitted 
on behalf of my Government that the 
United States will restore the concessions 
that were made on the part of that 

ntry by the treaty of Washington as 
an equivalent for concession on the 
Canada as to the [canals, but whic 
withdrawn by the United States without 
cause so far as Canada is concerned.
