Another deal that Mayor Fleming tried to
work through at break-neck speed was that
scandalous attempt to commute the $800 per
mile payment by the Street Railway Com-
pany. A big job would be disclosed there if
the public could only get at the particulars.
This, too, wasa case of rush with Mayor
Fleming. The city, however, was fortunate
in having two or three representatives who
would not be coerced into going it blindfold.
They demanded and secured :time to con-'
sider the proposition, In the interim the
public became seized of the enormity of the
job that Mayor Fleming was trying to un-
load on them and they killed the Mayor’s
schieme, job and all. 4

Now, this Upper Canada Collage
deal is just another of these suspici-
ous-looking schemes, There is absolu.
tely not the slightest reason wby this
should have been made a ‘‘rush” affair.
Yet Mayor Fleming tried (his best to run it
through two committees and the council in a
single afternoon! Bus he hasn’t got it
through, not just yet awhile! The public
have to'ba reckoned with now, and if we can
judge public sentiment aright the people are
going to kill this latest scheme in the same
way as they killed Mayor Fleming’s other
projects. :

As sure as fate, the incentive to unload
their property on the city is a desire to re-
lieve the Government from a financial

. stringency, or it is being hurried along by
some hungry agent who is counting on a
$10,000 commission. The moving cause of
the affair is not the city's interest. Our
own opinion on the matter is that the deal
is Being worked to oblige the Ontario Gov-
ernment. When Mr, Mowat decided on the
new Parliament buildings and on the re-
moval of Upper Canada College the real estate
boom was at its height, and these big build-
ing prpjects were undertaken by the Govern-
ment in no little measure because they relied
upon the old properties realizing a handsome
sum to go towards completing the new ones.
But the boom collapsed and the Government
finds itself pinched for funds, principally in
connection with the College, * Mayor Flem-
ing is & friend of the party, through whom
the Government is trying to unload the pro-
perty on the city. These circumstances,
taken in"conjunction with a hungry desire on
the part of some agent to get his clawson a
big commission, form the basis of the pre-
gent agitation.

Now that the public will have an oppor-
tunity of investigating the scheme the facts
of the case will come out. To-day we learn
for the first time that the city will have to
essume $8615 of local improvement taxes.
No mention was made of this when the mat~
ter was presented to the Council. It has
been stated that if the city does not
buy this property it will never have anoth er
such opportunity presented to do it again.
This is all moonshine. If the site in question
were used for business purpeses, which it
won't be for five or ten years to come, there
would still remain the Government House
block across ths street and the old Parlia-
ment Block in the street bslow, The question
of the removal of Government House to
a more suitable locality is only the matter of
a fow years, 10 years at most. As soon as
the city actually needs a central park and is
in a position to buy it it can get the Govern-
ment House block on a few months’ notice.
Or if not that block the one south of it. We
are glad to see that Ald. Hallam intends
ventilating the scheme at the meeting of the
Parks and Gardens Committee to-morrow.

The city should not be forced into this un-
pecessary purchase, and we trust the good
sense of the council will not permit it to go
through.

Adjudged a Failure.

‘We commend to the consideration of our
readers an article from The Weekly - Scots-
man on prohibitios. A member of the
British Parliament, who wished to be cor-
rectly informed as to the working of prohi-
bition in the United States and Canada, sent
over to this continent an Eoglish lawyer, a
gentleman ‘‘entirely uncommitted to fore-
gone conclusions,” to obtain the necessary in-
formation. The result of his visit isa 400
page volume, which forms the subject of re.
view in the article copied from The Scots—
man. The report is a bad one for prohibi-
tion.

Here is One Leakage in the Outlay of the
School Board,

For several yearspast the School Board
have asked every year in their estimates for
money for the erection of new schools. This
estimate has been thrown out by the City
Council on the plea of economy. The council,
however, have allowed the renting of halls
and stores to relieve the overcrowded con-
dision of the schools.

There are 21 of these te mporary schools in
use, making a total of 25 rooms. Thirty-cne
teachers are employed in teaching these
classes, which are for the most part kinder-
garten and first book classes, with pupils 5
to 7 Years of age. The average attendance
is 1120. The rent paid for thess rooms
aggregates $5592 per year; the teachers’
salaries, $13,220.80; the caretakers’ salaries,
$1260, and the cost of heating, $1958.96,
making a total cost per year of $22,031.76
for the maintenance of these temporary
schools, or an estimated yearly coss of $19.67
per child. The estimated yearly cost of
teaching each child in the regular Public
schools is $10 or $11.

Taking ioto consideration the fact that
most of these rooms are not fitted for the
purpose to which they are being put, and
that many of them are not properly venti-
lated, the'school authorities claim it would
be much cheaper for the city to erect four
or five new schools in crowded districts.

Meassachusetts and Rbode [sland, where Pro-
hibition has veen tried and abandoued as a
mischievous failurs, are the most densely
populated States 1n the Atlantic group or
in America. The conclusion to be drawn
from- these and other facts is thac it is
only as a rule in country districts,
where the forces of civilization are working
at low pressure, that a prohibitory law
can be even nominally put in operation with
sny chance of permanence. The conditions
requisite—even putting aside the different
national moods and habits prevailing on this
side of the water—are exactly the opposite
of what are found generally in our own
country. Considering that 1n America, as
much as in England and Scotland, the arift
of population is all towards the large towns
it cannot be said that the future of prohibi-
tion is very hopeful,

Probibitionists are in the habit of declar-
ing that their panaces, even where it is not
strictly applied, has the effect of
reducing the consumption of drink
and, salong with that, the mass of
crime, pauperism and other social and
moral evils. Statistics on these subjects are
not to be implicitly relied upon; but at least
thoy are more trastworthy guides than the
rhetoric of bheated partisaus. They can
scarcely be said to bear out the claims of
prohibition. The three New England States
where it is law have indeed an abnormally
low ratio of crime, but this is what might be
expected from their industrial cireumstances.
Prohibitionist Kansas, on the contrary,
shows the highest ratio of criminals among
the North Central group. Vermout has a
low rate of indoor pauperism; but then its
neigbbor, New Hampshire, equally zealous
in stamping out the drink traffic, has the
highest ratio of any. Homicide anda in-
temperance are supposed to have a direct
connection. It is curious, therefore, to find
that Maine and Vermont have a ratio
of homicides above the average of their group
and that this ratio is increasing at more
than the Javerage speed; and that Kansas
and Iowa also have taken In more wholesale
fashion to murder since they made prohibi-
tion the law of the State. The United States
census bulletics have lately shown that the
assoclation of drink with crime is notso
close as is sometimes represented, and that
an analysis of the habits of the worst class
of American criminals proved that
the percentage of total ‘“‘abstainers” was
higher than tne percentage of ‘‘drunkards,”
But the presumed association batween
prohibition and an industrious and
law-abiding disposition is bardly anywhere
to be tyaced in figures. Indeed, as has been
