that although he had been long a resident
of Ottawa this was the first time he had ad-
dressed a political meeting outside of the
House of Commons.

ernon Harcourt, Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer.

MORRISON'S BRASS WORKS AGAIN
SUFFER LOSS.

Damage To the Extent of Fally 825,000
Occasioned—The Firemen Have Cosn-
siderabls Difficuity in Sabduing the
Flames — A Stubborn Fight Which
Lasted Until After Midnight.

A fire which is believed to have originated
in the elevator shaft of the second floor oc-
casioned $25,000 damage to the storeroom of
the James Morrison Brass Manufacturing
Co. (Ltd.), at 89-97 Adelaide-street west, last
evening,

The storeroom, which contained a large
stock of plumbers’ and engineers’ supplies
and the workmen’s tools, was totally de-
stroyed.

The fire was discovered shortly after 10
o'clock by P. C. Hanson, He gave the
alarm, and in a short time the whole fire de-
partment was on the scene. The flames had,
however; obtained considerable headway.
Although all the streams that could be com-
manded were at once turned on, the pressure
did not seem to be sufficient, and the flames
steadily gained the ascendancy.

By 12 o’clock the building was almost com-
pletely gutted.

‘The firemen had a bard fight, “The smoke
rolled out of the burning building in dense
volumes, blinding and suffocating those on
the ladders, They were soaked with water,
which suon turned to ice. The flremen first
tackled the flames in the top story, and while
on the ladders the flames burst out flercely
through the windows of the second and
third stories. After the fire had been
in progress for over an hour the floors of
the building gave way and fell to the ground,
sending up showers of sparks,

The fire will throw 15 or 20 then out of em-
pl?ment uontil the storeroom can be re-built,

ortunately the fire did not spread to the
maiu building, in which is located all the
machinery used in the business.
