Mr. P. 1nnis, manager of the W. & A.
Railway, stated he believed the favorite
'and most marketable varieties in - London
at present to be Gravensteins, Newton |
Pippins and Nonpareils. The rate of ship-
ment from Halifax to London, by Anchor
Line, is one dollar per barrel. The Allen
Line have threatened to raise their present
rates, which are 95 cents to Liverpool.
He recommended shipmenttrom Richmond
on account of many superior facilities.
The rates on railway are from ten to
twenty cents, from Windsor and Apnapolis
respectively to Richmond.

Mr. Spense, of New Brunswick, recom-
mended bolting for trees beginning to
split He had used an ordinary five-
eight wooden screw bolt. It healed over
perfectly and was found to answer first
rate

Mr.A. J. Walker, of Truro, had an
orchard of 300 trees, possibly the largest
in Colchester County. His trees have
mostly been under cultivation for eighs
teen years, but had not borne till about
four years ago. The varieties he has are
Bishop Pippins, Baldwins and mixtures.
They have been, and are mostly in grass,
and he finds trees so kept to grow well.

Mr. Avard Longley, of Paradise, spoke
in favor of thorough and continual culti-
vation. He recommended strongly in set~
ting out an orchard not to plant too great a
variety ; rather select a good few and
pay attention to them. With reference to
the time of planting, he believed that if
set out after sundown not one tree in one
hundred would be lost, and the future
development of the trees would, he was
assured, be much more advantageous. He
threw out the suggestion that it was not
good to have the roots too moist on sets
ting out, if rather dry, they became hun-
gry, 8o to speak, and took hold and root
better. For varieties he thought Nonpa-
reil to be the apple for Annapolis county
at least, Baldwins are fine bearers and
rank high. The Flushing Spitzenburg or
Vandevere is & variety not so popular a
few years ago,but now he thought it might
b~ one of the best varieties for shipmentto
England. Though rather tardy in .com-
mencing to bear they are one of the best
bearers we have. With regard to trim-
ming, his impression was the best time to
be October, or as soou as you get the ap-
ples off the trees, and from that time all
the way up to the end of the year. Ano-
ther gentleman recommend:d February
and instanced. several orchards where
February trimming had been most suc-
cessful.  Mr. Longley stated that, perhaps
for the prevention of suckers, February or
the ficst j.art of March might be the best
time for trimming. He directed attcntion
to the importance of picking and packing
for exportation. His impressions were
that there should be no pouring down or
striking one against another in picking,
but taken off the tree carcfully in suitable
baskets, and packed immediately in bar-
rels by hand two or three at a time, in a
similar manner to packing eggs. Pack
sold as a rock, move into a cellar ot cool
place to stand, possibly fora fortnight or
8o to settle, etc., before heading up for
shipment. He believed a great deal of
failure, heretofors, was due to too great
carlessness in packing. He did not bes
lieve you could bave fine, large apples
without judicious trimming. He founded
his remarks upon practical experience, and
instanced occasions in point from his own
observation. Good trimming was visible
in its results, particularly in the superior
quality of the apple, quantity of it, and
the avoidance of chafing and injury, as is
frequently the casge, from too many branch-
es. He belicved in the general efficiency
of barnyard manure for apple trees.  Ashes
are good in some places, but in most any
soil barn manure (not green manure)
would answer every purpose. With regard
to the season for planting he thought it
advisable to follow nature and plant early
in May. With regard to depth of planting
it was generally conceded that trecs should
not be buried too deep, bat very near the
top of the earth. Plant first with a very
light covering of soil. Many orchards
have ben lost from being planted too deep.

Dr. Lawson, of Halifax, spoke of the
loss of apples in some parts of the country
through squirrels. If he had ambition -to
raise apples extensively for export he
would recommend, particularly for expos-
ed hill-sides, the cultivation of Blue Pear-
mains. In regard to manuring, he had
in Ontario the system of spreading manaure
around and for a considerable distance
away from the tree, digging a band all
around in the fall, leaving it to settle dur-
ing the winter, and digging in in the

— The following, clipped from the
Gloucester Advertiser, and forwarded to |
us by a subscriber gives a full account |
of the wreck of the Schr. Maggie
Blanch, and the rescue of the surviv-
ors:

Saipwreck AND Loss or Live.—Gallant
Rescue by a Gloucester Fishing Crew.—Schr,
Laura Sayward, Capt James Moore, arrived
from a Georges trip on Tuesday morning,
bringing the Captain, John C. Winchester.
and mate, Thomas Lewis, of the Schr
Maggie Blanche, of Digby, N. ‘8. Capt.
Winchester is a sea captain whe took

cast-southeast with a heavy sea, accompa-
nied by rain and squalls. During the
gale the schooner was hove on her beam
ends, shifting the cargo in her hold, and
laid dead in the water under a three-
reefed foresail. The wind veering to the
nortlieast, causing a heavy cross sea, an
effort was made to take in the reefed fore-
sail with the design of jettisoning the deck
load, and while furling the sail a sea ran
in to leeward and capsized the vessel.
About eight o'clock Thursday morning,
the cargo having washed out, the main-
mast broke off at the deck and the vessel
righted full of water, The owner, Mr.
Rice, was drowned in the cabin, bhis body
washing out, and the officers and crew,
four in number, were confined to the deck,
all below being full of water. Two of
them, William Vroom, one of the crew,
and Augustue Theodore (colored), the cook,
were wasked overboard and drowned, and
the captain and mate lashed themselves to
the deck. A brig passed quite near them,
and they signalled her by every means in
their power, but without avail, and she
kept on her course, On Saturday morning,
about seven o'clock, the wreck was de-
scried by the Schr. Laura Sayward, lying
at anchor on the northeastern part of
Georges, and Capt. Moore at once com-
menced making arrangements to go to her
assistance. ‘The windlass was manned and
an attempt made to raise the anchor, but
there was a heavy cross sea running, and
but little progress could be made in that
direction. Finding that the wreck was
fast sinking and that prompt measures
must be taken, Capt. Moore ordered his
cable cut, having a whole string out, and
a dory was launched and manned by two
of the crew, Dean Crockett and James
Lord, who went to the wreck and took off
the suffering men. An ordinary boat
could not have lived in such a sea, and it
was a perilous undertaking to brave the
gea in such a storm in a dory. Capt Win-
chester and Mr. Lewis speak in the high-
est terms of the bravery of their rescuers,
to whom they are indebted for their lives.
They do not know whether the vessel was
insured or not, but say that there was an
insurance upon the cargo. The rescued
men were furnished free passes to Portland
over the Eastern railroad.

The Maggie Blanch was afterwards
taken in tow by another Gloucester
Schr., W. 8. Terry, and brought into
port on the 17th inst. Potatoes, all
spoiled.

Galveston, Texas, Sept. 27.—At Jacks-
boro, this morning, immense Swarms of
grasshopers appeared, coming from tke
north.

London, Sept. 28.—Information
of a plot to blow up the yacht Livadia was
received yesterday from the authorities at
St. Petersburg and afterwards from the
police officials at Geneva, According to
these advices the Nibilists bad deputed
emissaries to blow up the Livadia, and
three individuals left London a few days
ago for Glasgow with two nitro-glycerine
clocks, to be placed among the coals,
which would explode at a certain time.
The coals on‘the yacht are now being re-
moved for examination, and divers are
examining the vessel's bottom....Bridge-
water, Sept. 28.—A young man, near
Bridgewater, while engaged in sinking
rocks, was caught between two stones,
and crushed to death....Calcutta, Sept.
28 .—The latest advices from Cabul are
that the officers and men of the Cabroli
regiments of Ayoob Khan's defeated army
reacbed Cabul and submitted to the Ameer.

...The Dublin correspondent of the
Times says the state of the country has
been aunxiously considered by the Execu-
tive Council. Daily conferences have
been held between the members of the
Government, but no decided action will be
taken before the Cabinet Counsel meets.
....Private accounts say that the state of
the West of Ireland is very alarming. It
is well known that other landowners are
marked for assassination and will be shot
on the first opporsunity. Quantities of
arms have been brought into the country.
....The Prussian Government have re-
quested that a state of siege be proclaimed
at Leipzig and Hamburg. They are con-
sidered the hot-beds of socialism....The
Times says the aspect of affairs in the East
gives reasonable ground to hope that a
pacific execution of the Treaty of Berlin
will be found in the united action of the
powers....A London special says Com-
mander Cheyne asserts that the Franklin
expedition to the Arctic was killedy by
starvation, owing to the contractor furnish-
ing such putrid meats in cans that they
could not be eaten. The same contractor
supplied the subsequent expedition, of
which Cheyne was a membher, with canned
meat, which proved to be nothing but
offal, and had to be thrown away. Cheyne
makes the charge publicly, and calls for an
inquest upon the remains of Lieutenant
Irving, when he will give his testimony
proving the truth of his charges....Lon-
don, Oct 1.—A proclamation has been
issued in Ireland offering £1,000 re ward
for the apprehension of the murderers of
Lord Mouuntmorris.

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SUPREME OURT

The October Term of the Supreme
Court opened at the Court House, An-
napolis, yesterday at 10. 2, m. His

unanimously agreed
business.

The learned judge in hisj address to
the Grand Inquest of the county upon
the large criminal docket, ecommented
strongly on the ciroumstances sur-
rounding the case of Joe Nie. Tebo,
which he had gathered from the depos-
itions of the witnesses, and character-
ed it as a case almost without a parallel
in the annals of cruelty and crime, it
was so deliberately planned, undertak-
en and carried out, and stated that the
chain of evidence was so strong that
they should have no difficulty whatever
in finding a bill of wilful murder, and
sending Tebo to a jury of the county
for trial. During the course of the
learned judge’s remarks, he referred to
the disgracetul practice of farming out
the poor, and suggested and advised
the ratepayers, now that we had Muni-
cipal Councils to purchase a farm and
buildings where the poor would be
decently cared for; and the whole
establishment be made subject to 6ffi
cial inspection, to be managed by -the
Council.

The case of Fred Hill, colored man,
committed on a charge of aiding and
abetting John Mitchell to escape justice,
the learned judge instructed the Grand
Jury that they could not find a bill
against him as the felony was not com-
plete when the act complained of was
committed.

The jury on retiring found a true bill
against John Mitchell for the wilful
murder of Wm. McLean., Mitchell was
then formally arraigned for trial, which
is now being proceeded with.

The Hon. Attorney General is in
attendance this term, baving come
specially to take eharge of the criminal
business.

— The reckless felling of timber in
Western Russia is said to have had a
disastrous result in several ways, but
especially the drying up of numerous
streams that feed the Dnieper, while
others contribute so little, that naviga-
tion in the great river has become ex-
tremely difficult,and in some portions
of its course almost interrupted. Rocks
and sandy islands forming portions of
its beds may be seen which a decade
ago were in deep water. The Dnieper
traverses and contributes to the pros-
perity of at least nine provinces, and
its failure must be looked upon as
amounting to a national disaster. Ca-
nada has still another warning to bid
“ the workmen spare the tree.”’ — Mon-
treal Witness.

— An extensive Nevada lake has
mysteriously disappeared. Where at
one time, says the Eureka Leader, was
Ruby Lake there is at present not a
drop of water. This sheet of water
seven or eight years ago was from 18
to 20 miles in length, and varied in
breadth from half a mile to two or
three miles, and was in a number of
places very deep. It wrs fed by springs,
along the base of Ruby Mountain, and
was the largest body of water in East.
ern Nevada. For a number of years it
has been gradually drying up, until at
last it has entirely disappeared. What
has been the cause of this isa mystery ?
