the switchmen went out. They struck vig-

orously, and to a man, and remained loyal

long after the Brotherhood had broken its

pledge and cut off the pay of the strikers.''*'

In this battle the switchmen were the brav-

est of the brave.

At the end of the first month of the strike

the lines were pretty well drawn. There was

no neutral ground for employees. A man
was either with the company or with the

strikers.

* At the annual convention held at Atlanta, in the autumn of

that year (1888) the engineers dropped the sympathy-strik-

ing switchmenfrom the pay roll, at the same time increasing

the pay ofstriking engineersfrom $Jfi,00 to $50.00 a month.
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
