May the Board suggest that all our Christian Endeavor
Societies take the “ Monthly Letter Leaflet,” where the names
of our missionaries will be found from mouth to month, so that
they may be remembered individually, and where the progress
of their work is recorded.

It was with great pleasure that the sum of $92 was received
recently, from the Christian Endeavor Society of Chalmers
church, Quebec, the result of their one cent a day collection.
May their example be followed by many other Societies in
the different congregations of our Church.
