IN PARIS.

An interesting spectacle has been lately wit-
tnessed by the inhabitants of Paris: I referto the
. solemn consccration of & chiurch, according to tho
I Oricntal or Russian type. The building cost one
¢ million two hundred thousand franes (£48,000).
! It i3 constructed according tothe rules of orthodox
architecturo—that Is to say iu the Byzantino style.
It consists of o doublo church: thoone, the upper
s chureh, dedicated to tho Lrinity ; the other sub-
pterraucan, dedicated to 8. Alexander Newski.
1, 'he whole is surmounted by five gilded domes,
i haviog golden crosses.
( _ARussianBishop, Monsigneur Leonce, coadjutor
i of the Metropolitan of St. Potersburg, camo ox-
pressly to Paris to preside at the ceremony. He
was assisted by an archimandrite, seven priests,
soveral deacons, and a large number of choristors.

The edifico was filled by a numerous and brilliant

. IIL. to tako part in tho cercmonial: it was o
. guaranteoand an expression of thereligiousliberty
