The Beston Record bagan-the oampaign
of religions journalsm I this gountry
1815; but the work has gouo until now
il the denomxinations of Christians have
their organs of mformation, whils there
are other newspapers which, diconrding
aud overlooking tho bounds betweon the
different denomnations, work for theevan-
gohization of ine poople rrespeciive of ro-
ligious paxty.

Without such a newspaper 1t 1s 1mpossible
that o farly can be infelligent 1n regard
to tbe doings in Christ's kingdom. You
would prenounce that business tman urtorly
stupid who did not take a scoular pnper.
You would have no vory great respect for
a merchant-who, applying to no secular
Jourual for information, should be 1gnorant
in regard to 410 money market, n regard
to the tanfl of certmin styles of goods,
in regard to our peacoful or Lelhgeront
relations with foreign nations. You
would have no regard for a man interested
in the affmirs ot ns conatry who never con-
sulted the papers in the autumn in rogard
to the respectivo merits of the candidates
of different pariies seeking office.

But how unuttorable stupid is that Cliris-
tian man who sits down with-no religious
newspaper, igucrant of tho grand achieve-
ments of Christ's kingdom. During the
last war, the army was divided into three
divisions. You watehed their manrcking,
you fead the list of the lilled mud the
wounded. You kept yourself well informed
in regard to the vietory or thoe defeat of
those armios: yet have you no 1nterest
the fict that thero are scoves.of divisions
in Christ's army, all in the ficld to.day ?
There is the American Board of Commis-
sioners for Foreigh Missions—one division
of the axmy ; the London Misgsionary So-
oiety—another division of the arm¥;-the
Eunglish Baptist Muwsionmy Soclety—
another diviston of the army; thé Eng-
lish 'Wesleyan Missionary Society—-anothor
division of the army, and sources of other
grand and glorious institutions, battling for
QOhrigt and the salvauion of the world, go-
ing on from conquest.to conquost. And,
are you ot aware of their achiovements?
Are any of you aware of ‘the great revivals-
in Ireland, in Scotland, in England, m
France, in Germany, in Xtalg—all over the-
world? Do you not know that thero is
thunder all along the line, and that the

W» need re-
ligious informafion all the week long
T?le.tendgnc; of busivess is fo make us
pack-horses, to make us more ocarts, fo
make us more yard-sticke. It is sloes,
ghoes, shoes! all the weck hats, hats hats |
crookery, crqekery | ribbons, ribbong, rib-
bong!
