AvoTaxa munificent gift has been given to

the Church in Wales by Mrs, Llewellyn, of
Baglan Hall. The liviogs of Aberavon cum-
Baglan are about to be separated. To do this
the living of Aberavon, which is & p.or one,
had to be augmented, otherwise the Hoclesias-
tical Commissioners would not consent to the
geparation. Mrs, Llewellya has handed over
the sum of £3,000, the interest on which sum
will go to the augmentation of the living, The
sermon at the dedication service was preached
by the Bishop of Liandaff, who, speaking after-
wards at a luncheon, said that during the period
he had been Bishop (seven years) seventy
churches or mission churches had been erected,
and over £100,000 had been subscribed. The
Bishop’s fand, which was started only & fow
years ago, at pressnt amounted to £32,000.

Mapacascar,—Lord Salisbury’s announce.
ment on Monday afternoon 1ast in the House of

Lords with regard to Madsgascar will bo some
relief to all who are interested in mission work
in thatcountry. The Avnglo French Agreement,
it appears, profosses to give explictt guarantees
to missionaries and missions, snd to sesure free-
dom of religion and roligious praotices and
teaching, It is feared, and the conduct of the
French io many French colonies well jastifies
the alarm, that when they obtain a free hand in
Madagascar they will usé their power in a way
which will practioally annihilate missionary
work and its results, S) far a3 an agreement
is likely to operate in preventing them from
carrying out such a policy, mission work is
safo, but we are afraid that the safeguard is not
8 very substantial one. Hngland has no right
to do anything whioh will put the Malagasy
people into the power of the Franch. It has no
right to make any agreement hartering away
their liberties for some real or fancied advan-
tage elsewhere, It has the power but not the
right. It is not a question of the French civ-
ilizing & barbarous people. Nor is it & question
of making Christianity known to such a people,
The Malagasy people are far from being either
un-Christian or uncivilized, thanks to the Eng-
lish missionaries— chiefly, all honor to them for
it, the agentsof the Liondon Missionary Society,
Tens of thousands of ohildren have heen
gathered into schools, & groat school system
has been established, converts can be reckoned
by bhundred of thousands, the language has been
reduced to a written form, the Holy Soriptures
have beon translated, s literature has been
formed, und many of the arts of civilized life
are firmly established in the land. Oar own
Church has not been backward in the work,
Antansnarivio, the capital, has a cathedral-
church, and numerous other churches, school-
churches and echools are dotted over the land,
Thera is a devoted band of clergy, at whose
head is Bishop Kestell Cornish, who has for
gixtoen years labored in the cause, Thoasands
of converts, and the rapid oivilization of the
people, testify that our labors, and the labors of
others, have been not in vain. The people are
bighb-spirited and will not consent to be enslaved
without a struggle. This is the nation which,
to our shame, we are about practically to hand
over to the tender mercies of the French, whose
way of civilization is generally exlirpation. [(n
the struggle which will inevitably take place,
the sgreement. guarantees will be disregarded,
and all that has been accomplished will be
undone.
