Iight, indicating & large comet with  plenty
of . loose material, Extending ou both
sldes were bright arcs of light, presenting
the appearance of a bird with outstretched
wings. A despatch haa been received from
‘the Paris observatory etating: * Thallon's
comet was observed at Nice about noon on
Sept. 18th, three degrees west of the sun,
The nucleus gives a contlnnous spectrum, very
brifliant and very much extended towards
violet; the tall and nuclens give sodium
lines extremely brilliant, very sharply divided
and characteristie. They seem cisplaced to-
ward red.”’ These ob3ervations are of extra-
ordipary interest, indicating that this is the
second comet that has shown sodium spec-
trum. The firet was discovared this year by
Wells at Dudley observatory, who reported a
displacement of two sodium lines toward
the red end of the spectrum indicates a
comet now moving toward the earth with
planetary velocity. Euch observations have
never before boen made in the case of auy
comet. From the position given In the above
despatch the comes is moving westward from
the sun at about 5 or eix degrees daily. 1tis
almost certein the comet has now
paseed the perlbellon. If the comat
18 1dentical with the one recent-
ly discovered In South Americs, it
will follow that it has approachad very near
the sun, probably as ciose as did the great
comet of 1880 which had the swmallest peri-
hellon distinct on record, BSeveral days must
elapse belore the particulars of orbit cen be
calculated. Tho comet to-day at 3 o'clock was
9 degrees west of the sun, ard it will probably
increase tho distance by sunrise on the
25th to 12 or 13 degrees. It will, there-
fore, riso somewhat before the sun, but owing
to the fact that itis further south than the
sun it will not be readily seen before sun-
rise. In a few days, bowever, with its pre-
gent rate and direction, it sbouid become a
brilliant object in the morning sky. On the
whole this may be regarded asjone of the
most extraordinary comets of rmodern
times.
