CorNEiLUS, by the graca of God, and favor of

To the clergy and laily of the dioccse, health and
benediot:on in the Lord,

DranLYy Beroveb: We are told in holy
soripture that God wishes ’'all men to be saveq,
and come to knowledge of the truth.” (1 Tim,
fi., 4) Noris it by words only our loving
father han manilssted this wish of his heart.
He sent his bsioved son, born of » woman, that
he mighs redeem all mankind, and thus gave an
jnecontestabls proof of his love for our race—
*! God 80 loved the world aa to give his only be-
govsen eon.” (Johniii.,, 16) Nob cpe human
beicg was pasted by ; not ono sonl was afore-
ordsiaed to parditiun ; no necesnty coeroed the
w1l to evil duving, nor dil any act on the part
of God stamp the real of reprobation on & human
soul. ‘‘ Asin Adam all die, so, alao in Corist
all shall be mate alive” (1 Cor. xv., 22) inas-
reuch as o suffiziency of m-ana of attaining hap-
picess in ac:ordance with their condition is cou-
corned. Endowed wish iotelligonce aud frea
will man was plac-d here for a verm of proba.
#ion, E ernul happiuess was to be won through
the aid of Go1’a graae, and a right uze of free
will. Bufore him were good and evil ; be cvuld
ohoose whiocnagever he wauld. Jast us the joys
ol heaven are nob given to the atuit wisnout
the co-uparation of his will a0 the woses of per-
dition are not incurred withoun wilful misuse of
our freedom.

The primary trutha of our holyreligion to-dny
mors than evar, need to by olearly set forvh for
the world, Owing to our mide of life, and vur
maoy c¢mforts aod conveniencss, a greit
shrinking from phyeiosl pain has b:en develoo-
ed. Supernatural chirity may nst aboond ;
bat a readinesa to allsviste pain and w0 relisve
dtstress iu every geoeral ; and no one delights
in inflioting bodily tormsne on hia neighbor.

The advance of meerial science, the many
discomfores i9 has removed, and the senmtiva-
ness {o vain thas developed have produced
various effccia.

The unthinking, and the class of ideal
pleasure-reckera have, uacon-ciously, perhapi,
eome bo tha conclusion that the rosd o heaven
bas always been made emsy and pleasaut, It
they can vow klide swiltly in a sleeping car
over tracts of osuntry through which their
fathers slowly lumbered along 1n jolting wag-
gowni why should they nov hive & easier road
t0 heaven shan that of duvy, self-restraint and
irksomsa obadisnse o God’slaw ? In their sel-
fish effiminancy they delude them+elves with
she idea that nothing disagreesbls should be
requirad of them by sheir creator. They forpet
that they ara runaing in the race, aad that
thoass who strive for aven a corruptible crowa
restrain their pasmsions, They forget, in a word,
they sre haze on teial, and live aa if lite held vo
duties end exasted no sacrifices.

O:hers again, recognizing that lite in a time
of probation, but not g=arping the graud truths
of our holy church, ek to eatablish a future
place or tims of trial for those u whom, ay they
asserd, & wuffisient opportunity had not been
sfforded duriog life. This is called “‘progressive
orthodoxy,” and is n>b to bs confounded with
the Oathalic doctrine of purgatory.

Yeb others there are and for them as for the
class just mentioned we have sincere sympashy
in their efforts to free themselves trom the
fatalistic obains of Calviniem, who are en-
deavoring to eliminate the harsh errora from
their ‘‘confession cf faith,” Whilst we sympa-
shize with them in their struggles for the free-
dom whearewith Christ has made u» free, let us

ray they may uuderstand that a confession of
aith which needs revision gannot be God’s mes-
sage to our race obtherwise revisiorn would be
zank impisty and treason to the Almighty, Ib
oan coly then bs a device of man, and us such
£8n be no gonide on the road to heaven. To us
who epjoy the light of divine faith, whose creed
developas, indeed, on the ssme lines and in dhe
same navure, even s a human body waxes
stronger and more symetrical, but wbich can
never be revised or changud, byiog God's own
word, it ssema strange that earnest men caunoy
reooguise shiv, to ue, #0 upparent » conclusion.
Let ns hepo and pray that a ray of divine faith
may enlighien their soula to see the errore of a
system to which they may have clung, believing
iz to bs true, and show them the brauby, the

armony and coneissency of Oatholic dooteine—
or God wishes ‘“‘all men to come to & kaowledge
the trath.”

Yet this knowledge coes
not interfere with our freedom of choica nor de-
termive the acts of aur will. We do not elect
to sct in cer'ain way on accound, cf God’s
knowledge ; rather God has this knowledge be-
canse wa will 20 elect; for although as regards
us God’s knowledge is prior to our choies, still
in the order of causality, she choice must be
antecedent to tha knowledge thereof. There is
therefore no difticulty in reconciliog homan
freedom of choice with the forekoowledge of
Gad. A rejection of Catholic sruth nrceesarily
cl uds the intellect, diminishing its power to
grasp fully and clearly the pricoiples of zcience,
or to deduce jaet conclusions by their applica.
tlon to the ressoniogs of the mind. Hence the
bitter dislike to logic of so meny; and hence
«1s0 the cruel Calvinistic doorine of foredoom.
Lot those who are endeavoring vo eliminate this
harshaess from their creed go further. Let
them look to the “ rock from whencs thay wers
hewn,” (Is, ii,) and ask themselves why, or
how, their **oonfession of faith” arose ata'l
Clearly it cannot be Gud’s work ; also to ravise
to inour the snathema pronouanced by St. Paul
—*Burt though we, or sn augel from heaven,
preach a goapel to you besides that which we
have presched to you, let him be snathema,”
(Gal. 1, 8) It cannot have been the creed of
the early christans, for that we find identical
with the teachinge of dhe Catholic Charch—al-
ways living, alwaye progres/ing, always deve-
lopiug new beauties and more symmetry of
form, but alwaye nn the rame lines and in the
same easence, Wby then does the revisible
confession exint in our age of enlichtment and
cuttors?  Were ib not for inbred prejudics, un-
founded fears, and s want of reflacrion on the
origin apd claims and evidences of the God-
given and God guarded pature of our faith,
thousanda wounld cry—*"*Cnt it down ; why en-
cumbereth id the ground.” (Luke xiii., 7)

The achool of ** Progressive orthodoxy,” that
haas its cestre in Audover college, holda that for
. many there must be a future state cf probation,
inasmuch as God’s will was not eafficiently made
know $o them in life. Both revelations and
tha teachings of right reason are cpposed to this
new theory. The only probaticn ground for

masn is this world, for ®ibtis appointsd
unto man once &0 die, and after
th's the jadgmend. ' (Heb., ix., 27))

and pince where "‘gin abnunde erace bas fuper-
abounded” (Rom, v., 20), a eufficiency has been
g.ven to emch one to atbain an eternity ot bap-
oiners ndapted to op-'s capacity. Those who
lived “'nnder the law,” as the spostle tauxhy,
wera judged by the law : those who livad with-
ous knowludge of that law are judeed by the
{aw of nature, that ia by the ure they make of
their reason and fres will,and their 1nitial graca
of praver, Knowing little they will be judged
in Jittle ; haviog faw oppariunities shey will
have only to saccount for those few. Inother
wor.is, men, who through no tault cof their own,
are in ignorancs of revelation, will nos be called
b0 aceunt by the christian standard, Lut by
thav of reason’s light, This, however, does not
covae tha cage of au called christinus who aceept
only ruch portions of revelation as s2ems pleas-
ing to them, or deny perbeps the divinity of
Chriat. Humble aad parsevering prayer for
light and grace would bring them to the fulnera
of the trath,

In regard to infants who die without baptism
the church has ni ver taught that they are con-
signed to perdition. Having committed no
sc-ual ain they wiil not be sabjected to any pain
of the renre ; and having never been an hsir to
the kingdom of God frum lack of Laptism, they
will suffer no sense of loan by exclusion from the
beatifia vision ; beciuae oaly that which ia
kaown by intellizgenos i« desired by the will. In
a state then adapled to their capacity for
natural epjoyment they may be said to exist.
Thus through God's loving disposition can each
hum-n baing bern into the world attain an end
in keeping with ita natare, and the use made of
the mearure of its endowments. Thia iz the
consistent snd conoling dootrine of boly chureb,
unrevised and unvevisable ; becauss it ia the
mesaags once delivered to the napostles, and
handed down through theirsuccessors, As we
have rezn, thould even an angla from heaven
attempt to revisa or chauoge it, St. Paul would
pronounce him anathema, If those who are
atriving to fres thempselves from the errnrsof a
oreed that wonld frerdom men to predition,
and make of our loving Father a heartlesa
syrant, wounid prayerfully consider She doctrine
of holy church, as taught in her authorizad for-
malariea, they would see itz truth snd baaaty,
ins cansistenoy throughout, its vindioation of
God's mercy and man's 3igoity an a freo agent ;
embracing it they wonld find lighs for their
intelligence, peace for their will, snd rest for
thair son|, .

But, dearly beloved, whilst God wishes all
men t0 be aaved and come t0 a knowledge of
the truth, we must always besr in mind that
unless we co-operats by onr actions with His
grace we shall not be eaved, As no ooe bub
ourselves can keep us from heaven. 80 no one
can gain is for us except ourselves. This ia the
yeaponeibility of free will which corresponds to
ite dignity, Never weary, desr brethren of the
olergy, of reminding your people of this, and of
pointing out to them the duty of eelf-restraint
that it enta’ls. Scatterad over the face of the
country, they are the salk shat is to preserve
society from corruption. From shem enmplent
of faith and morslity are required, These they
will giva if they faisthfully practice the teach-
inga of their religion, and freguent the sacra-
ments of the Ohuroch. Urge them with holy
zea] 8o take ndvantage of this season of grace,

the lenten time. Our loving Lord is anxionaly
wniting for their ocoming, and is ready when
heagught 6o bostow pardon and sho kiss of
peace. To you he has entrusted the power of
his etarnal priesthood, so that you, in imitation
of him, might reek shse loas sheep in the wilder-
ness of ein and lead them back to the one true
fold. Pray God, dear brebhren, Vhat thismb-
lime power may not be idla nor misused.

MERCIER AND THE MINORITY

The Quebec Premier Explairs and
Ju:tifies His Attitude Towards
the Protestants.

A JIST AND GENEROUS POLICX.

———

In the Legislative Assembly ap Quoebeo on
Menday the 17sh Feb, Dr Comeron maved for
the correspondence between the Prime Minister
and Hon. Gedeon Ouimes aud Rew. E. J. Rex-
ford regardiog the righta and privilegen accord-
ed to the mioority in the wmatter of education.
Heread a carefully worded epeesh, in which he
said there was asv present » feehng ol unresy
among the Protestans misurity aud he madethe
present request for the purpose of allaying any-
thing approaching political strike, and to
afford the Ministers of the Governmenta chance
to explain certain charges mades against them.
He fresly admitted thav the Protestans minn.
rity bad nothing to complaia of ina maserial
point, but claimed thay vhere were other thsn
materisl Iutereats to be conaidered. It had
been said, he continued, that insulb atver insnls
had bsen heaped upon Protestants by the
Government of the day, sud if such insulte
wore given against she minority be wanted to
bave them proved or denmied, If he believed
all the member for Montceslm bad said, the
Government was hostile to the minority and
never hesit.ited togivean insult to FProtestante.
He asked for corroborative evidence feom the
Prime Miniater if what he was alleged to bave
maid, ' that he leoked forward to day when
the tricelor would be the 8ag of the province,
and that a mew France would be established on
the borders of the St.Lawrence,” were true,
and if the rnmorsto that effect were well
f.unded, He asked ofthe leaders of the present
Government, and a great deal depended on the
answer be recsived, wera tbey loyal men or no?
Never in the history of the couatry was a gues-
tion of such importance put to a prime minisfer
bafore, and naver was the Protestant minority
ao uneasy for the futmre 83 now,
What hs wanted to know mnow was
if the material justice meted out to
the mincrity was nota cloak to cover insults
simed againat shem, and if Proteatants were
justified in soundidg the alarm.

Premier Mercier roplied in a cool and collect-
ed way, He said: 1 thavk the member for
Huutington for having brought up this quistion
becan:e I bel.eve i a very proper way to gab
rid of certain prijndices that exist to-day on
acosunt of bhe posidion takem by certain men
snd newspapers, The documents demanded oy
his motion are faw in ummnber, buat very impor-
tant. They mainly consint of my own letters
addressed to the Hon. Gedeon Ouimet ang E
J. Rexford, the Englieh aeoretary of the Coun.
cil of Publio Instruation, These letters were to
inquire into the astnal condition of the Protes-
tent minority in the Province in conmeotion
with eduoation. The idem of atking for thia
information was intpired by the discuszion that
took place lately in gonnecbion with the Jeanit
estates bill, and also wich she repronches made
in certain papera in the provinoy and in
Ontario to tha eff2ct that the Protestunt mineri-
ty was pot ‘reabed as it shoald be and thas the
QOatholtc majority did not behave just as it
skould toward them. Bat belore entering
into details I think it my duty to answer at
ouce oectain questions, The tirst and most
important, and perhaps the oBe on whioh the
member from Huntington dezirer the principal
information is thie: *' Ave the members of this

The
law was sanoctioned by her reprecentative and I
waited for ite sauction by the Pope's attorney
and as Boon a8 we geb it the asrsrmeunt was
comp'ete. Why discusad this point? Wans it not
stated by Her Majeaty's representative, Lord
Sianley. thay there was nothing in the lawol s
natare to in+uls tha Queen? Who ia to speak
tor the Queen if oot her representstive ! Who

has authoridy to say tha Queen wae
insalted if mot the Eboglish people
or her repreesntative? No one protested

in Fogland. Wby thiuk, then, an icsult was
offereq because rome papert stated so? Why
ara we atoppad in our work by tha r-proach
that wo insulted Her Majsaty ¥ We bave al!
been elected in 1836. Maoy of us are new m-m
bers and mavy old. and the litter will remem-
ber Me., Joly, & Protestant and a Frenchman.
He sat with us. We knaw his virtue, eloguenca
and loyalty to the Queeo. What did hesay
after sesing all this discuzsion in the papera
after wa had put the nsme of the Pups in tha
bill? The Premier them quoted from Me.
Joly’s letter on the sattlement of the Jesuits’
estates and comvinned thus. These are the
remarks of a Protestan’, now outeaide of politics,
who haa resigned bis geat in this Housr becan-e
he shought the naticoal movemen® ought not to
bave been made. He bas no more iutereit in
politica thaun his souvenira give him. He states
that if in othe Housw he wo>ld have insisted on
havirg the name of the Popa in the bill, aa it
waa a nacessity v0 have his sancticn to the bill.
Now, air, where is the ineult to the  1een !

The next point is about the remarka mada by
me at the mesting on St. Jean Bap-iate day
lasp. It was alleged that I then said my derire
waa to see the tri-color flig in thia province. 1
never said anything of the kind. Let the man
rise in thie house or in sny part of the world
who dares to say that of me, and I say heisa
liaz. I love Frauce; I am n Freochman and
proud of it, but I would do nothing to-day to
bring back this proviaca or even Canada to
Frapce. Dg you thiok onr love for France, or
the love of Eoglishmen for Epgland will nnite
us for ever to countriea on the other side of the
ocean? We have b-tter aspirations than thas,
We know the Eoglish people have great love
for Eogland, Scotland or Ireland, snd wera
spect their 1>ve for their masher country th~
same as wa expect thum to respech our love for
onr mobther country ; bus wa are here to create
& grea: nation. 'We desire to ses the day whep
our conntry will be great by iteelf ; bab whas 1
want to sbtete positively is, let us forged ou:
divisions, let us unite for the good of aur
conntry, nob for ome na'ionality, nob for one
race, but for the whole nation. Wa ars not
1trobR ; we are weak, and muat unite nob
against the Epglish flig nor sgaipst the Pra
testant minority, bub to bring abount and pre-
sarve unity, proeperity and peaca under tha
shadow of the Eoglieh flag. Taere were the ra-
marks I made at the meeting on 86, Jean
Baptiate day lasb year, and I sm rorry to see
them ao strongly miscooebrued, This dispases
of the two great crimes I have committed, T
hope the gquestion will not come up sgain and
that it will ba settled now, Taase who oreated
excitement againss the goverpment of this pro-
vinos stated that the minority was not well
treated. Well, it may be that in some datsils
ws do not treat them aa we ought. Minorities
are alwaya expossd to irjustice; but if there
has been any committed againat the Protestant
minority of Quebec I muet say it wag not done
intontionally. The most important of vheir
rights to comsider are the educativnal and rzeli.
gious rights, There is no complaint of their
civil or political rights, bacauze these are pro-
tected by the comstitution, The Fremier then
quoted from letters wristen on the educational
question in April, 1838, and asid the conditiona
weore not char.ged since then. He took up. also,
a letter of Mr, Rexford, of 9th July, 18%9,'in
whioh the latter emid the Protestant min rity
enjnysd all tne righte and privileges of the
achools of ths majority. Thers bad never beon
any complaint from the minority of the provinse
againat the mujcrity, If there was no oom:
plsint, why did she majorily of other provinoss
come bere to raise prejndicss? Siroply becauss

0C0, and ic pablicdep wite of 82 3-5,000,chavges
which point to & period of dull trade and pres-
sure of pryments on the part alike of wholesale
and retailrrs, Liosnd to commercinl borrawers
are elightly reduced about $320,060, bat rat ia
proportion o decline in eirculation and drpo-its,
As compsred with a year ago, many impsraanb
changea in the accuuats spprar. The voluma of
the circulation haa rlectined mora than §700,000,
nawely from $31,592,370 to $30,580,000, indicas-
ing & less active cundivion of trade, Dominion
Guecroment deposirts have been reduced by the
considerable amuunt of §6 215,000, by resson,
doubtiess, of expesdituref on capital nccount,
while public dipuaite are Jarger by 33,450,000.

A falling off
in trade casued the proprietors of rertsin Iarge
wills to reduce the production and diachsrge a
number of the bauds whose services were no
looger useful. As soon as this decision was
known s ravirg crowd of semi-eavage workmen
surrcunded the managers and insisted that
work shonld be fouud for the uwemsl pumber
of bands, threatening pertonsl violencs if their
demand was ucheeded, while at the sams time
a quansity of valuable machiery was destioyed
by theriotera. The police waa called in and
acdtled the matter very quistly.

During the n'ghs fifty f the rirgleaders wers
quietly spirited nwav, no one knew whither or
bhow. Tae rest, left leaderless, whimpered like
beaten children and prayed to their favorite
saints, Not receiving sny satiefnciory anawer
from Sb. Viadimir, 8.. George of Capp-docia,
and the nvble army of martyrs, the Huly Icona
remaining deaf and uneympathetio, the ntrikers
quietly gave in and were beaten to
work completely demorslized.
