FROM FIJ1.

Bishop Vidal pays a visit to Montveal.

Mer. Vidal, the first Catholic bishop
of the Fiji Islands, is now in Montreal
on his way to France, where he is going
to recruit more missionaries. He deliv-
ered the sermon in the Church of Notre
Dame on Ascension day. He spoke of
missionary work throughout Oceanica
in general and considered the results
obtaingd so far as most satisfactory.
Fifty-four years ago there was not a
single Roman -Cathelic in the whole
region, nund New Zealand alone esuld
now show over 200,000 professing mem-
bers of the church. Me referred tothe
wurk in the Polynesion islands as having
been wccomplishied amidst the greatest
possible hardships, one of the first mis-
sionaties, Mgr. Bataillon, haning been as
long us five years on the Ellice islands,
without any communication with the
outside world. and living alt at that time
on whatever fuod was leftby the animals,
the intention of the then king of the
islands eing to starve him awny. How-
ever, liutt missionney had one friend in
the young danghter of the king himself,
Anielia, now queen, who, an infidlel at
the time, brought him food whencver
she could do so without being detected.
Omnee a ueen, Amelia was suchafervent
Cathelic that she offered an asylum in
her domains to Pope Pius IX. when he
was deprived of his temporal power, and
so tnuchied the pontit! with this nct of
genetosity that e sent to Amelis ihe
praver Deads which he had for his own
private use. Mgr. Vidal again stated
that there was now 11,000 Catholies 1n
the Fiji Istands and his missionaries
wercanxions to extend their work to the
Kolomon group, the mhabitants of which
are still eanibals, Some years ago,
of five niizsomarics, including the bishop,
ventured on ene of the islands, but had
Lurdy landell with the bishop and two
others were at oncekilled by the natives,
the two Jricsts been eaten up et onee,
while the boly of the bishop and the
two surviving missionaries were resencd
by the erew of the ship, which they hatl
it at some  distance. Since then,
no atterupt had been made to evangelize
those islands, but Mgr. Vidal's missiona-
ries were now anxions (o visit them. To
their request bie hal replyed that, being
only eightesn in number, they could not
extend their work beyvond ats present
Hmits, but he wonld goto Reme anl te
ianee to ask aid and assistance.  This
cxplainned his present absence from the
Bold of 'abor. e was sure to bring
back wissivnaries from Frnee, for in
Frinee could always be found men ready
to undettake a work of saerifice and
devctedness. The bishop ad led that the
eress which hie enrried on his breast was
that of the massacied bishop of whom
he had just spoken. It was stained with
a martyr’s bloed, and it imposed upon
him the obligation to follow the lout-
steps of the missionary to the Solomen
fshands, and if torture and death were Lo
follow, they will still be satistied, convine-
ed s Bio was that the blood of msrty rdon
woull scon praduce fruits of Christian
grace.

Address a Meeting In the Queen’s Hall,’
Montreal.

There waa a fair attondance of & mixed
character so far as creed and rece was
concerned at the Queen's hall on_Friday
night, the warning of the Archbishop
and the clergy having necessarily a
dampening e{l!:oct on the meeting, Mr.
C.J. Doherty, Q.C., presided. = .

Mr. Redmond spoke finst. and went
over the same ground as in his speechea
in the United States. He contended that
it was nothing more or less than Glad-
stone's letter that had caused ‘the defec-
tion from the ranks of the Irish party
and .condemned the English . states:
man for presuming ' that = Pamell's
followers would desert him in his
time of trouble. Tim Healy was
handled without gloves, and every time
his name was mentioned the reference
was received by loud hisses from all
parta of the hall. Mr. Redmond contend-
cd that the Healyites had had captured
the press agents of the other side,
and everything that reached the news-
gnpers of Canada and the United States

ad a very strong anti-Parnell tinge.
He concluded by justifying his position
hy saying that they were supporting Mr.
Pornell to-day for two reasons, fivet of all,
because thoy believed he really loved
Ircland {Hear, hear). He has been des-
cribed by his enemies as a man willing to
destroy the Irish cause, who in desperate
selfishness would undo all he had done.
This Mr. Redmond could not believe,
and expressed the opinion that if the
Laying down of his life could do any goold
for Ire and he would joyfully and wil-
lingly lay it down. . In the sccomd place
they were supporting Parnell because he
was the ablest and greatest man of them
all; he wns the one above all gthers who
wns able to deal with Englislimen as thev
never was dealt with before, The Irich
people  had  always  beon  noted
for their gratitude ;and in the history
of the worid had there ever been any n-
gratitude so base and black as that which
their leader bad experienced during
the past few months, For sixteen yenrs
he had chumpioned the Irish eause and
sulfercd and worked for theni; he had
kept the roof-tree over hundreds of
homes, now happy, in Iveland which
would have been only bare walls but for
his liand ; be had given a spirit of jwle-
peadence and fraternity to the Irish peo-
ple which enabled them to join lands
across the sea and form a great leapue
frr the protection of their children and
tucir hones ; he had built up x politie 1
purly in Ireland which bad brought the
Irish question to tne proud deor of Eng-
and in a war whieh could not e ignored
or put down. He (Mr. Redmond) had
no sympathy with any of those themes
which were ealled outragea agninst so-
giety. He condoned sin and he condone
irrefigion as much as any  man; but it
was not human, it was not the divine
leaching of God that they should stone
to death him who lind becn their savior,
simply Leenuse be had not heen above
human weakness. Until Charles Stewart
Parnell was guilty of treachery to Ireland
0 long would be bave theirdevotion and
their support. {Loud applause,)

A colection was then taken, and it
was announeed that $1100 had been
raised.

Mr. O'Keliy foltowed, and proved him-
seli to be a poished spenker. He ex-
plained that the divorce case was only
an excuse for the Liberals to bieak with
Parnell.
