A grace period of
3 to 6 months is expected before the
new regulations will be enforced.

WHERE TO GET HELP

The Department of Foreign Affairs
and International Trade (DFAITj is
the Canadian federal government depart-
ment most directly responsible for trade
development. The InfoCentre is the first
contact point for advice on how to start
exporting; it provides information on
export-related programs and services;
helps find fast answers to export prob-
lems; acts as the entry point to DFAITs
trade information network; and can pro-
vide companies with copies of special-
ized export publications.
