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• We will match Canadian goods and services in

infrastructure development to the region's

needs in areas such as transportation, energy

and environmental protection, with a particular

focus on making urban centres - where

increasing numbers of people in the region

live - more viable and more efficient in the

longer term. With infrastructure spending

requirements in the range of C$1.5 to 2 trillion

over the next decade, just in the developing

countries of East Asia, this is an opportunity that

Canada cannot afford to miss.
