Mr. Fournier (Hull), a Member of the Queen’s Privy Council, presented,—
Return to an Order of the House of June 30, 1952, for a copy of the pay-rolls
and a statement of the materials purchased in connection with the construction
and repair of the protection wall at Lac Megantic, county of Compton-Frontenac,
since 1941.
