have thought fit, by and with the advice of Qur Privy Council for Canada, to relieve
you, and each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, hereby convoking and
by these presents enjoining you, and each of you, that or Monpay, the THIRTY-FIRST
day of the month of OcTOBER next, you meet Us in Our Parliament of Canada, at Our
City of Orrawa, there to take into consideration the state and welfare of Our said
Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem necessary. HrreiN FamL Nor.

In TesTiMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent and
the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WrrNEss, The Right Honour-
able Sir Hexrt Erzear TascHEreav, Knight, Deputy of Our Right Trusty
and Right Well-Beloved Cousin and Councillor the Right Honourable Sir
GmBerT JouN Eruior, Earl of Minto and Viscount Melgund of Melgund,
County of Forfar, in the Peerage of the United Kingdom, Baron Minto of
Minto, County of Roxburgh, in the Peerage of Great Britain, Baronet of
Nova Scotia, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of St.
