PICKERING AND STE SCHOLASTIQUE—REQUEST FOR

Mr. André Fortin (Lotbiniére): Mr. Speaker, pursuant
to Standing Order 43, I seek the unanimous consent of the
House to discuss an important matter.

In view of the fact that $300 million have been provided
for the expropriation of 18,000 acres of land for the devel-
opment of the Pickering airport, while only $125 million
have been provided for the purchase of 88,000 acres of land
at Sainte-Scholastique, I move, seconded by the hon.
member for Shefford (Mr. Rondeau):

That a special committee of the House be appointed to consider
that enormous difference in the assessment of the purchasing cost
of lands at Pickering and at Sainte-Scholastique.

Mr. Speaker: Order please. I suggest to the hon. member
for Lotbiniére that in moving a motion just introduced by
another hon. member, he does not comply with Standing
Order 43. I have already asked the House whether or not
there was unanimous consent.

The House has indicated its refusal to give unanimous
consent and it is in that sense that I believe it unfair that
hon. members ask the Chair to put the same motion again.
