delay.

3 bef are the Ottawa-Carleton district court, as a result of
the ticket 1 gat for having parked my car illegally a few
feet away from the parking zone reserved for members of
panliament and Commans staff; because the latter was
f illed up, I was farced ta use a free space in the adjoining
parking lot.

Considering that an February 5 last Your Honour sent a
letter ta the House leader of the Social Credit Party of
Canada indicating that there is a severe parking problem
an Parliament Hill;

Considening that, according ta my information, 354 per-
mits have been issued ta people who do not work in the
House of Commons, wha are nat members of parliament
and who do not work either in the Confederation
Building;

Considering that this situation is very prejudicial nat
only ta the members but alsa ta ahl staff members who
work in the Hause of Commons;

Considering that the situation is urgent in that it has
reached the stage where summonses are issued ta appear
in court;

I move, seconded by the hon. member for Lotbinière
(Mr. Fortin):

That the House of Commons set up a speciai cammittee composed of
a representative of each party under the chairmanship of Your Honaur
ta study immediately the acute probîem of a shortage of parking space,
and mare specifics.lly the case of the 354 parking permits issued ta
persans wha have nothing ta do with the House of Commons or its
staff.

namely, the re-examination of the entire question he has
raised about parking. 1 have asked for an initial repart

involved. That process is already underway. Perhaps the
hon. member might accept that as something I have
already initiated, and perhaps would be prepared at this

moment to have me simply defer his motion on the subject
rather than just flot accepting it.
