Library Accormmodation

Dear S8ir Arthur,

I understand from the conference on
Library accommodation in the new Arts Puilding
held in Mr. CGlassco's Office on November 24th,
at which the Dean, Professor Macmillan, and
Dr, W, D, Tait were present, that the following
conclusions were arrived at as a working policy,
for the present at least:

7 The seven so-called libraries appearing
on the plan for the new Arts Building adjacent to
offices of departments are to be regarded as
studies and are not to be developed into department-
al libraries by the transfer of volumes from the
Main Library,

Qe The Moyse Hall cannot be satisfactorily
equipped for use as a reading room for freshmen.

Se If possible, the large classroom allotted
to the 8chool of Commerce will be kept free in the
afternoons and evenings for use as a freshmen reading
room to provide seating accommodation not avalilable
in the Main Library.
