The
crop this year, at the very lowest estimate, will be 250,000,000 bushels,
gnd it is doubtful whether half of it can be moyed before winter sets in.

“\One of the remarkable features of this year's crop is ‘the fact that
thousands of bushels of wheat, oats and barley will be harvested from lands|

m four or five vears ago were known as ‘‘bad lands,” and if anyone
guﬁested at that time that crops would grow on that land, he would have
peent Jaughed at. This.year, however, ‘'dry farming” has been tried, with
the result that the yield in many cases will be as high as 28 and 30 bushels
of'wheat and 100 bushels of oats to the acre.

Two of his children are dead and
another is dangerously ill,

-Abofit two weeks ago four-year-old
Gladys MacPherson ate several unripe
apples “swiped” by hoys from trees in
the regr of houses on the street. At
one time the wihole mneighbarheod
around Pape-avenue was a vast orch-
ard. and these trees are the diseased
remainder.
