Government Will Not Be Stampeded
into Abrogating Treaty,Sir Wil-
frid Laurier Declares— Canada’s

Role in Treaty Making. -

BOOMS ALL-RED LINE
“ MUST---SHALL --SUCCEED.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurter, amid cheers and

. 8houts of applause, assured the C.M.A.,

at their annual banquet at the King
Fdward last night,that he was not to be
stampeded into denouncing the treaty
with Japan, The treaty was not yet
two years old; it had proved largely
beneficial to the farmers and manu-
facturers of Canada. He would do
nothing in a panic, he would investi-
glate and perhaps appoint a commis-
sion.

The .banguet hall was taxed to its
full capacity. Among the distinguish-
ed guests were: Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
-Hon. ' Willlam - Paterson, minister of
custome; Hon, Sydney Fisher, minis-
ter of agriculture; His Honor the Lieu-
ténant-Governor, ana Hon. J. P. Whit-
ney, prime- minister of Ontario.

Sir Wilfrid was received with great
‘enthusiasm and his speech was in-

terrupted by frequent rounds jof ap-'

plause. In responding to the toast of
“Canada and the: Empire,” proposed
by G. T. Blackstock, K.C., in an elo-
quent plea for closer union between
the states of the.empire, the premier
recalled that years ago he had at-
tended the banquet of. the 'C.M.A!
Since then the C.M.A. had become a
pérmanent- fixture in the Dominion ot
Canada. He was’ glad that.the ban-
quet was held this year.in Toronto.
“I am,” he said, “an admirer—yes a
lover—qf Toronto.  You . smile; pers
!m? Hke. the Irishman you may ask,

at has Toronto ever done for yvou?.

“Ah, gentlemen, you know thaf a

fond -mother . loves best her wayward,

son. I might say, ‘Oh, Téronto, whs
stoned the prophets, how oftén would
I have gathered your children to me'
as-& hen gathers her chickens under
her wing, but you ‘would not.’ (Ap-
plause and laughter.)

“But, ' gentlemen, aside from all
banter, I ‘am fond and proud of To-
ronto. Yoyr greatness and your ‘mar-
velous ‘progress is typical of the great-
ness and marvelous progress of Can-
ada. 2 ’

I cannot agree,” said the prenier,
“with Mr. Blackstock’'s conception of
the British Fmpire. As I understand
it, he dreams of a great empire, or-
ganizZed' not unlike the great -Roman
empirc ‘with centralized authority and
indivisible unity :

: A Land of Peace.
““My ideal ' is the

them®be loyal, as they always will be.

loyal to. the crown., Let.us have im-
rerial -unity, but with it local auton-
omy. :

““A kindred question clustered about
‘the matter of imperial defence. Should
there be a military organization thru-
out the empire? In cases of emerg-
ency, ves. We gent soldiers to South
Africa. But shall this military organi-
‘zation prevail in times of peace”
Shall we permit Canada to be ‘drawn
into the vortex of European militar-
ism? Never! ‘Euarope to-day is an
armed.. peace. ‘Everybcdy in Europe
is aiweys prepared for war. On this
continent, we never think of war.
(Applause.) We have no standing
armies. On either side of the great
lakes,  the people rely upon citizen
soldiers.”

As to ‘trade in the empire, Sir Wil-
frid .declared himself in favor of free
trade within the empire. But he com-
plained that apparently nobody else
seemed to avant it. Canada will nqt
haye it, Australia will not have ii,
and -Great Britain will not limit her
free trade principles by the boundar-
ies -of the empire. As to preferential
trede. within the empire, e could only
say, “We will not permit Great Britain
t) dictate to us, and we will-not a!.-
tempt to dictate to Great Britdin. We
offer ‘it, it, is for her to decide

Negotiating Treaties::

“How about diplomatic matters?”

The premier declared that
ghould negotiate her own treaties.
“She is doing that now, with the cor-
dial assent of the imperial govern-
ment. Our experience in the past had
been that in every case where QGreat
Britain negotiated for Canada with a
foreign nation, Canada got the worst
of it.  On the Atlantic, on the Pacific;

on the great lakes, we cuu}m\ﬂ?a;
long record of unfortunate diplonm ic

negotiations.” he said.

Coming to the Japanese tmublg, Sir
Wiltrid said that Canada had adopted
the Anglo-Japanese treaty partly for
trade advantages, and also because
Japan had restricted emigration. The
treaty was beneficial to the farmers
and manufacturers of Canada. Re-
cently troubles had arisen in British
Columbia on account of the large in-
flux of Japanese immigrants. A de-
mand had been made upsn him that
Canada should
treaty. This demand was to
fect that the government should act
in a panic. *“I will not do anyvthing
in a panic.” (Loud and long continued
applause’)
