BRITISH GUNS EXCEL THE FRENGH

Col. Denison of Toronto Spoke at
{he Dinmer of ‘the South Af-
rican Association. ’

‘ L&nddn, May 9.—At the banquet of the
Iron and Steel Tnstitufe, given this evening

ten presiding, Mr. George J. Goschen, First
Lord of the Admiralty, responding to the
toast “Army aund Navy,” sald the Govern-
ment fully recognized that tbe fiher the
troops sent out to battle for the country
the greater was the obligation to provide
for them the best means of success, There-
fore, he continued, they had not forgotten,
and must not forget, the manufacturers of
armor-plate and of implements of war and
the other sclentists whiom they had pressed
fnto the ranks to ald in solying the terrible
problem: they had to face.
“We have formidable competitors,” be
sajd, ‘in Herr Krupp and in works at La
Creusot and in the United States. but we
may rely upon the inventive genius and
the pertinacity of the English manufactur-
ers and scientlsts to secure results which
are so vital to the British Empire.”
British Guns Better Than French.
Mr. Goschen emphatically deided the
statements made In the French Chamber
of Deputies regarding the quality and pro-
pelling power of Britksh guns, declaring
that these would hit harder and had great-
er bursting power than the French., He
announced that the Government had decid-
ed to appoint a sclentific committee of en-
quiry to examine all smokeless powder pro-
positions and all desirable modifications of
the existing guns, adding : ‘‘And the Gov-
emment are not going to be straagled in
the tolls of red tape in this undertaking.”
South African Dinner.

The annual dinner of the South Afriecan
Assoclation was held In London this even-
ing, Baron Robert Windsor presiding.
