HE DISAPPEARED SIX MONTHS AGO

Deceased Was 31 Years of Age and
Leaves a Wife and

The body of Frederick J. Mann, ac-
countant, who disappeared nearly six
month8 ago, was taken from the bay
yesterday afternoon.

He
opposed the system of paid passages
and commented upon the failure of
the government ‘to secure a greater
proportion of British immigrants. He
def'i‘lt with C. R. Devlin’s peculiar po-
litical methods in Ireland, and point-
ed out that his salary had been rais-
ed just before the generail election.
But for all that Mr. Devlin’s efforts
there had been a decrease in the past
five years in the number of immi-
grants from Ireland, while the cost
had gone up from $4.69 per head to
$18.29 per head. During ithe five vears,
1891 to 1896, the cost of bringing
immigrants to Canada was $873,369,
or $7.65 per head; during the next
five years the cost was $1,523.804, or
$9.05 per head. Reports of the United
States Commissioner of Immigration
showed that the United States govern-
ment kept a staff of 44 agents on the
boundary to prevent diseased and in-
digent immigrants crossing the border.
They 'had last year stopped 1000
European immigrants, who must have
nearly all remained in Canada. The
numbers «~ of desirable immigrants
actuaily settling in Canada, Mr. Wil-
son showed by returns, indicated that
the country was not getting the worth
of its money.
