Not
only this, but there is a gruwing tend-
ency to appoint judges on commis-
sions, and to give them special remun-
eration for service on such commis-
sions. This has a weakening tendency
on the moral fibre of a judge who uees
his fellows falling in for thess fat per-
quisites, and it has a still greater in-
fluence on the man who gecures some
of the good things handed out by poli-
ticians.
