I did not preserve, for more than 
two weeks, a copy of what I had writ­
ten to the British Weekly, but dropped 
it into the scrap basket. This even­
ing, since seeing the Free Press, I 
have fished out of that receptacle the 
only two portions I can find.

"England’s Devotion to the Liquor 
Traffic From the Canadian View­
point."

London, Ont., Jan. 16. 1917.
To the Editor of British Weekly:

Dear Sir.— Canadian loyalty to 
the British Empire in this war 
crisis, as ever, has been strong, un­
swerving and unobtrusive. The 
press of England has not only just­
ly, but with flattering enthusiasm, 
frequently acknowledged this 
claim. We have given of the flower 
of our Canadain manhood all un­
mindful of the fact that our coun­
try is large and young and our 
population altogether inadequate. 
Many of these men have already 
paid the supreme sacrifice; all who 
remain are ready to die for the 
motherland. The patriotic fervor 
of our men is only surpassed by the 
unflagging self-sacrifice of our 
women. Many of these are overseas 
in service in hospitals, while their 
sisters at home seem to live but to 
serve God and Britain. In contri­
butions toward the relief of suffer­
ing and to promote war efficiency, 
we have given with unstinted 
hands. Last evening the citizens of

Flattering to
the Original

Speculators are reported to have been 
buying up all the visible supply in the 
district for some weeks past, and im­
mediately shipping the vegetables 
across the border. The situation in the 
United Stales is worse than here, ac­
cording to reports, and in some places 
potatoes are being sold in as small 
quantities as a quart.

Relieving conditions there by pur­
chasing supplies here is causing a ser­
ions situation. Grocers are unable to 
obtain any potatoes, and on the local 
market today the few offered sold for 
as much as $3.50 a bag.

It is also rumored that dried onions 
are being bought up, although the price 
has not been affected to the. same ex­
tent as in the case of potatoes.
