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a rain of shells on the Germans and 
Austrians, making them pay a heavy 
price for the ground they gain.

Bridges Blown Up.
A dozen bridges have been blown up 

on the Livenza River to arrest and de­
lay as much as possible the advance of 
the Austro-Germans toward the Plave 
River. The Livenza is a smaller Hiver 
than the Tagliamento, and offers few­
er difficulties to the invading army to 
cross it, but the retiring Italian army 
is now better organized than it was on 
the banks of the Tagliamento, and 13 
capable of greater resistance.

Indeed, some of the Italian contin­
gents are animated by such ardor to 
fight the enemy that they are losing 
contact with the marin body and risk 
being surrounded by the Austro-Ger- 
mans, who have advanced either high­
er or lower on the river than the po- 
sition occupied by the Italians.

Meanwhile the Italian retreat has 
greatly shortened the fighting line, re- 
ducing it to scarcely thirty miles in 
length. This favors the concentration 
of Italian forces for defence.
