Constantinople, April 17.—
War with Greece has been de-
clared.

Constantinople, April 17.—Following
the mews of the incurston by the
Greeks on Turkish territory the Coun-
oll of Ministers at the palace to-day
recalled the general assembly, gave

passports to Prince Maurocordato,
the Greek BEnvoy Extraordinary and
Minister Plenipotentiary, and ordered
Edhem Pasha, the Turkish military
commander, to take the offensive. No
actual declaration of war has been
made,

A detailed circular sent this evening
to the Turkish representatives abroad
recalls the week’'s mvasions and states

the newest ‘inmcursion was parti-
clp in by the Greek troops, which,
therefore, establishes war, which has
broken out.

The circular expresses the hope that
the powers, in a spirit of justice, will
agree that the entire responsibility for
the war falls on Greece. Turkey has
mﬂduot eonquse't and, as a fresh
proof of pacific sentiments, offers to

The $ttustion Explained

London, - April 18.—The Greco-Turk-
ish situation s understood here to
De substantially as follows: War has
not officially been declared between
Turkey and Greece, but it has been
declared officially to have ‘broken
out” 'The Turkish Cabinet has de-
cided to sever diplomatic  relations
with Greece, and has ordered Edhem
Pasgha, the commander of the Turkish
forces, to take the offénsive. It is
considered in London that war be-
tween Turkey and Greece has actually -
begun, the Turkish declaration that
war has “broken out” being merely
for the purposge of diplomatically put-
ting the onus of the war upon the
Kingdom of Greece. . .

¢ Firing on Saturday.

Athens, April 17, midnight.—In
spite of the fact that the official re-
ports indicate that ‘ﬂn.ng on the fron-
tier ceased at midday a -telegram
from Larisfa at 7 o’'clock in the even-
ing says that firlng continued past 4
o’clock this (Saturday) afternoon. The
line of fire extermded from Mount Ane-
lipgis post to Klephtika Gentokia, a
distance equal to 90 minutes’ march.
The Turks, falling back, abandoned
several stations, which the Greeks
pramptly occupied.) The Greeks cen-
nonaded the Turks from the Greek po-
sition at Tsamtoja, in the rear. The
capnonading caused much excitement
at other points, Since mnoon strong
bodies of Turks have concentrated in
the direction of Mount Analipsis. At
6 o’clock the firing slackened. It is ex-
pected the Turks will attempt a night
attack upon Analipsis, which was the
central point of the battle. Greek re-

Athens, April 18, 1 am.—An official

Grecks Must Leave Turkey.

Constantinople, April 18.—Tewflk
Pasha, the Turkish Minister for For-
eign Affairs, visited the foreign en-
voys yesterday and informed them
that the Turkish frontier had been
crossed on Friday night by fresh
bands of Greeks, among whom were
a pumber of Greek regulars. It was
this news which led to the calling of
a council of Ministers and precipitated
the decision to announce that war had
broken out between Greece and Tur-
key. The Greek Minister here, Prince
Mavrocordato, was at the same time
notified of the rupture of diplomatic
relations between Turkey amd Greece.
His passports were handed to him and
he will leave Constantinople. ‘At the
same time the archives of the Greek
legation will be removed, In addition,
ali- the Greek merchants in Turkey
were notified. to leave the Ottoman
Emp're,

The Turks Repulsed.

Athens, April 17.—In the Legistative
Chamber M. lyannis, the Premier,
replying to interpolations, said that
official advices from the frontier left
no question about the Turks being the
aggressors in Friday eveming’s fight-
ing. At Nezero, the Turks attempted
to occupy a somewhat stretegic posi-
tion, situated in the neutral zone. This
the Greeks could not permit. There-
upon the Turks opened fire, the Greeks
replying. The fight lasted from early
in the evening until midnight and end-
ed in a repulse of the Turks. This
morming the Turks agein attempted
to occupy this ne strategic position
and again they Were repulsed. After
the firing ceased onders were issued to
the Greeks to maintain their positions
but to avoid provoking encounters
with the Turks.

THE VEELING AT ATHENS,

Sinking of a Greek Steamer Brings om
Prevosa’s Bombardinent.

Athens, April 18, 11 a.m.—The Turk-
ish batteries at Prevosa, on the north
ghore of the entrance .of the Gulf of
Arta, where, according to the treaty
of Berlin, the Turks had mo right to
erect fortifications, fired on and sank
& Greek steamer, the Macedonia, this
morning while she was attempting to
teave the Guif of The crew
of the steamer were saved by boats
from the shore, but the captain of the
Macedonia was severely wounded.

Upon receipt of this news, the Greek
Government sent orders to the Greek
fleet in the Gulf of Ambracia to bem-
bard Prevosa. Consequently the bom-
bardment of Prevosa commenced at 6
o'clock this morning and continues as
this despatch is sent. Prevosa, which
is in BEpirus, and 18 miles from Arta,

Passports tor Assim Bey,
The Turkish Minister here, Assim
y, has asked for his passports, They
have been handed to him amd he has
left Athens ‘for Constantinople. The
German Minister at Athens, Baron Von
Plesson, has undertaken to protect
Turkish interests in Greece during the
severance of .diplomatic relations be-
tween the two countries. The Greek
Minister at Constantinople, Prince
Mavmcordaw has been recailed.

Extraordinary Excitement,
Throughout the day there were
scenes of extraordinary — excitement
here, The streets were crowded with
people discussing the outbreak of war
and its probable outcome. The gen-
eral feeling was one of satisfaction at
the relief from the irritating tension
of the past few weeks, which had
gradually become almost unendurable,
and which Is ended at last by overt
acts, it is claimed here, upon the pant
of Turkey. The Greeks hold that It
was an attempt upon the part of the
Turkish farces to occupy a strategic
position neay; Mount Anefipsis, not far
from Nezeros, in the neutral zone,
hich led to the encoumter on Friday
hetween the Greeks amd the Turks.

This, it is added, was used at Con-
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stantinople as a reason for ordering
BEdhem Pasha, the Turkish comman-
der-inchief, to assume the offensive’
and led to the rupture of diplomatic
relations between the countries.

Greek Minister Was Recalled.
The eo-cafled outrage off Prevosa
this morning, when the Turkish bat-
teries there sank the Greek steamer
Macedonia ,further justified Greece, in
the minde of the Athenians, in waging
war to the death)\against Turkey. The
Greek Government, therefore, is warm-
ly commended for recalling the Greek
Minister at Constantinople, and not
waiting, according to the Turkish ver-
sion, until Prince Mavrovondato was
handed his passports.

Assim Bey skipped: Out.

It is stated in some quarters that
Assim Bey, the ish Mindster to
Greece, did not wait for his passponts
to be-handed to him, but so soon as
he received the sum of 5000 francs tele-
graphed to him from Constantinople
through the Atherdan Bank, for tra-
veling expenses; etc.. he hastily quit-
ted this city.

v hole Frontier Ablaze’ -

Little news of a reliable nature has
been received here or allowed to leak
out,  regarding what has really trans-
pired on the fromtier. It is known,
however, that the whole frontier of
Thessaly has been blazing with mur-
derous firing since early this morning,

‘{and that the Greeks have captured a

fortified position at Menexa in Miuce-
donia. 3
Turkish Plan of Campaign,

According to the general understand-
ing here, the Turkish plan of campaign
is a concentration of the Turks near
the important Greek fromtier town of
Tyrnavos, with a view of forcing the
mountain passes leading towards La-
rissa. One report, which is generally
credited, has it that Edhem Pasha, at
the head of 12,000 men, has al be-
gun this movement, and rumors i this
respect . are flylng, the substarice of
them being that the battle which is ex-
pected to be fought @t or near Tyr
navos has already commenceéd,

Greek Plan of Campaign

The Greek plan of campaign, so far
as it is understood by the Athenians,
is founded on the defence of Larissa
in the first instance, an attack upon
that place having been anticipated and
prepared for by occupying and taking
every possible advantageof all strate-
gic points. The country there Is admir-
ably guited for defence, and while this
defence i undertaken, the Greek fleet
is relied on to destroy the coast ports
of Epirus and Macedonis, The Greck
belief in ultimate success is based on
the expectation of a universal rising
of the Macedonians ana Epirotes, so
soon as the.Greeks succeed {n winaing
a brilliant v!ctory anywhere over the
Turks.

FIGHTING ON THE FMNTIEH.

Fierce Work at Karaya All Day Saturday —
Turks Were Steady.

Headquarters of the Turkish Army in
Macedonia, Elassona, April 17, 10 p.m.
(delayed in. transmission).—The corre-
respondent of the Assoclated Press, at
this hour,” has just returned from
Karaya, on the Greek frontler, north of
Tyrnavos and three hours’ ride from
here. A flerce battle  between the
Turks and Greeks is now raging at
Karaya. The fighting has been in pro-
gress all day. The correspondent left
the Turkish ' headquarters here on
horseback this morning and arrived at
Karaya three hours later., The battle
was then proceeding and the corre-
spondent was enabled to watch the
fighting from a point pear the temt of
Hamid Pasha, who i¢ in command of
the sixth army corps, the Turkish force
there engaged. Hamid Pasha, sur
rounded by his staff, was watching the
movements of the opposing forces. The
combatants were posted on the faces
of two hills overlooking a small valley
at a distance of about a mile. It ap-
peared that the Greek force, which was
evidently composed of the regular
troops of Greece, crossed the frontier
at 8 o'clock yesterday evening and ad-
vanced upon the valley referred to at
an early hour this morning. The
Greeks later were engaged by four bat-
talions of Turkish infantry, and after
some sharp fighting were driven back
towards the frontier.

I ‘The Greek forces, however, then took
up a position on the crest of several
hills, and the covmbatanu resumed at 10
o’clock,

Steflian Volunteers.

Among the invaders were consider-
able numbers of Sicilian volunteers.
At Intervals of about two hours the
Greeks renewed their attacks upon the
Turkish position. The Turks remalined
calm and stood on the defensive,though
suffering considerable loss.

Dead and Wounded.

The number of killed and wounded
among the Turks could not be ascer-
tained at that time, but the correspond-
ent saw 43 Turkish wounded brought to
the rear with the five bodies of Turk-
ish officers. Only two wounded Turks
and the bodies of the officers were be-
ing brought from the front to the field
hogpitals, hence the number of* men
killed could not be gathered. The dead
were left where they fell

At 4 o'clock in the afternoon, when
the correspondent left Karaya, more
Turkish wounded were being carried
in to camp. The Greeks appeared to
| be contenting themselves with occupy-
ing the position which ‘they had taken
upon the crest of the hifls and main-
ta.inﬂng a heavy fire from it without |
advancing, but at the same time pre- |
venting the Turkish troops from cross- |
ing the frontier. The Turks returned
the fire of the Greeks with persistent
pirit.

A Genernl Advance of Turkish Troops.
While the correspondent of the As-

Pasha, the Turkish commander, recelv-
ed a despatch from Edhem Pasha, the
Turkish commander-in-chief, saying
that a general advance of the Turkish
forces had been ordered for to-moITOW,
war between Turkey and "Greece hav-
ing been declared.

GREEKS STAND TOGRETHER,

Oppesition Leader Backs Up gthe Premier’s
Patriotic Declarations

Athens, Apri] 18, 8 p.m.—A late spe-
clal sttting of the lL.egislative Assembly
was held to-day. The public galleries
were cowded. Amid Intense excite-
ment M. Delyannis, the PBremiér, an-
nounced that the Turkish Government
had to-day notified Greece of the rup-
ture of diplomatic relations on the
ground of the aggressive attitude of
the Greek Govtrﬁnment. In a cool but
most deliberate speech he reviewed
the recent events to show, on the con-
trary, that Turkey -had been the ag
gressor, that her troops had attacked
the Creeks and attempted to occupy
the neutral  positions and that her
batteries at Prehvosa, had sunk the
Greek ship Macedonia, “Turkey,” said
M. Delyannis, “declares war against
us. We accept K"

This statement was received with
prolonged cheers from the galleries and
the floor of the Chamber.

The Premier then read despatches re-
citing the events which had happened
on the frontier, and with reference to
the reported capture of Menexa he
said that the batteries at that impor-
tant position had been byought into
action, but he knew nothing as to its
alleged capture. He added that the
Turks, after repeated attempts to force
a passage at Reveni, which commands
the road to Larissa, had beenm driven
back. The leader of the Opposition,
amid renewed cheers from all parts bf
the chamber and from the galleries, elo-
quently endorsed the patriotic declara-
tions of the Premier.
