Ottawa, - Oat., Jan. 4—An order-in-
council has been passed making pro-
vision for the settlement of imperial

| ex-service men in Canada.

In order to ascertain the adapt-

have had considerable farming ex-
periencé in Great Britain, at least one
full summer must be spent on a farm
in Canada.

Qualified
cancidates will be entitled to receive
the financial benefits of the act, but
shall be required to make an initial
icash down payment of 20 per cent. of
