Witness. Tells How Dog Tug-|
ged at Bed Clothes, Saviq_g

* Two Lives.

At the second session of the Forum
fire inquiry, which was adjourned
sine die yesterday by Fire Marshal
F. Ps Heaton to allow any . person
who knows anything pertinent, to
give evidence at any future date, he
said: “The evidence has left in my
mind- convincing proof that the “ire
did not start in the Mississauga club-
rooms. There has not been the
slightest evidence of ill-feeling there.
The fire started on the west side of
the main doorway into the ciubrooms
and it was an impossibility fof any-
one to gain access thru the Gerrard
Street doors. ‘

“To my mind,” he continued, “the
Yire did not start from a smoldering
owing to the intensity of the heat
end the speed with which it gener-
ated, and I am convinced that some
agency was used beyond that coming
from cigaret stubs, etc., and that the
fire was®not accidental, but was
started by design. Neither is there
any evidence to show by what mieans
artificial help wasintroduced into the
building, and unless additional light
is thrown on it wa Wwill have to allow
the cause 0? the fire to remain in
obscurity.”

Dog Tugged at Clothes.

Albert Elliott, thie caretaker of the

; building, gave evidence as to his
“movements on the night of the fire.
He had swept up the rubbish and de-
pesited it in the receptacles as - per
usual, and after making a final in-
Bpection of the main floor at 1§.30
Pp.m., he had retired to his bedroom
on the fourth floor, to be awakened
about 12.30 by his dog tugging at the
bed clothes, which saved the lives of
his wife and himself, as flam2s were
already in the hall. He verified the
statements made by the police that
there was no fire in the clubrooms
as he descended the fire escape.

Eviéry witness stated that no com-
plaints had been made regarding any
of the occupants, but regardless of
this fact, the Mississauga Club sec-
retary wanted ‘the fire marshal . to
blanket the press regarding state-
ments made about.the eclub.

Joseph Young, who Kkept a barber
shop across the hall from the club-
rooms, described the interior of the
premises with regard to gas, lighting,
ete.,, and said that it was a very
strange. thing.that. his barbaer ecase
wag still partly intact, altho it was
on the side of the room nearest the
fire. He was certain that the fire
had not been sest thru a desire for
revenge. \

Telephone and Freight Rates

On the motion of the mayor the
board of control voted yesterday to
seek legislation limiting the price to
be paid for land taken over by the
city to 40 per cent. above the assessed
value.,
Also, at the mayor's suggestion the
board decided to call the attention of
Premier Drury to .the fact that his
government was ignoring the city by-
laws, particularly the building bylaw.
The provincial department had de-
clined to take out a permit for cer-
tain alterations to the buildings in
Queen’s Park, claiming that the gov-
ernment . was independent of the city
in this respect.

Cost of Telephone Fight,
The board passed the account of
$657.62 dncurred on account of the in-
vestigation by. Judge Denton into the
management of the Inglenook Park
Boys’ Farm. ’
Bills were also presented in connec-
tion with the fight against telephone
rate increases of $11,195.23 and of
$3,829.70 in connection with the fight
against the proposed increase of ex-
préss rates. Messrs. Clarkson, Gor-
don & Dilworth charged a fee of $8000
for preparing data for the city in the
telephone case and $3700 for similar
work in,the. express rate case. The
cost of retaining J. C. Kelsey; an ex-
pert in the telephone case, was $2,-
031.63. - Traveling and other expenses
were heavy and the total cost to the
city in fighting these two proposed in-
creases .will be close to $20,000, outside
of the time devoied to it by Coipora-
tion Counsel Geary.

Against Amusement Tax.
Con. Maguire endorsed the views of
Mayor Church that the amusement
tax should be abolished. The' board
decided to. send a petition to the
house and also make a direct appeal
to the Torontoc members against this
tax.
Finance Commissioner Ross wrote
that the report called for nine months
ago, on aill the buildings owned by
the city, weuld be ready in a couple of
weeks and he would then be in a pos-
ition to report on the proposal to
‘have the city carry its own fire risks.

Creating a Precedent.

City Architect Price wrote calling
attention to the death of James P.
S8nook building inspector and an em-
ploye of the city for 30 years, _He
suggested that six months’ salary,
amounting to.$972, be paid to the
daughter of the deceased who had
been caring for him.
Mayor Church and Con. Maguire
endorsed the recommendation, Secre-
tary McQueen pointed out that such
a vote would be a precedent and leave
the way open to a new drain on the
treasury. Action was reserved.
