Suddenly, at 8 o’clock
on Sunday, two days out from Moville, the
cry was heard, “man overboard,” and
was seen by over a hundred pas-
sengers to rush to the side of the veseel
and plunge over. There was § eceme of
great excitement on board, and the news
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spread quickly to all parts of the ship. '
The vessel was stopped as speedily as pos-
&’ble, after a buoy had been thrown over-
board to mark the spot. Then a boat, in
command of Fourth Officer McNeish, with
six meua was lowered, and an active
sc;arch made for the unfortunate man, but
to no avail. It was not possible to stop
the Virginian wuntil ehe was two miles
away from the spot where Gough jumped
overbcard, and although the big vessel
waited for an hour and a quarter waothing |
kcould be done. Owing to the heavy sea |
running at the time, the boat under Of-
ficer MoNeish, found great difficulty inl
getting mear the Virginian, and wae in |
imminent danger of being swamped. The|
boat was lowered from the quarter deck, |
but owing to the tremendous =ea running,
it was found impossible to raise her to
her origimal position. The boat with its
plucky crew of would-be lifeavers was al-!

owing to the roll of the weesel, when stop- !
ped. Gough only rose to the surface once
and then disappeared.

Off Cape Race the Virginian was at a
standstill for four hours, owimg to dense
fog. Ehe was advised from Cape Ray by
wireless, as to the ice, and escaped it.

INDUSTRIAL BOOM
FOR NOVA SCOTIA

J. F. H. Wyse Believes Use of
Electric Power Will Revolution-

ize N. S. Industries.
(Montreal Herald) v

“T am confident that Nova Scotia is des-
tined to become a great industrial centre
$n the near future. The province has been
destined by nature to become such. It Has
abundance of coal and iron,. is easily ac-
cessible by rail and water, is within six
days of the British markets, and almost
within a stone’s throw from the New Eng-
land coast eities. There will never be any
trouble in placing the anufactured ‘pro-
ducts on the world's|markets. All' the
province lacks is cheap power to drive ite
industries’ and already plans are under
way to supply this deficiency.” ;

This was the opinion advanced by J. F.
{#H. Wyse, senior member of Wyse and Mid-
dlemist, electrical and civil cngineers, of
Toronto, who was seen at’ the Windsor
yesterday by The Herald. He had just
returned from a trip Nova Seotia,
nvhere he had been empoyed by the Mari-
time Coal, Railway & Power Company,
fimited, to inquire in'to and report on the
company’s project to generate power 5111(1
transmit electricity from Chignecto™Mines
to Amherst, Sackville and other nearby
centres.

Mr. Wyse said the scheme was absolute:
ly practical, and would be ruched ahead.
Similar projects had proven’very eatesfan—
tory in Ontario, and at the present time
eeveral were under way, among them be-

ing a scheme to supply Hamilton and

Brantford with power from the Welland

Canal. The Maritime, Coal, Railway ‘and
| Power Company intend to build a big el-

ectrical generating plant near the mouth of

their- mines, six miles from Amherst, and
transmit power by wire. There are eleven
big manufacturing enterprises in Amherst
mow run, by eteam at a combined cost of
# 816,000, Electrical power could be supplied!
from Chigneéto Mines for a -much: lower
sum, and still leave the company a good
./ profit on their investment. Amherst manu-
facturers are enthusiastic over the project.

Mr. Wyse said that this was only the
beginning of the use of electrical power
on a large scale in Nova Scotia. is pro-
ject would be followed by several others
and he believed in a few years the prov-
ince would enjoy a great industrial boom.

Referring to the advantage of electrical
power over water Power. Mr. Wyse eaid
that water power | was often interfered
with by droughts, by floods and by\ice in
winter time. Supply of electrical power
would be perfectly steady.. Nova Beotia
Jacked water power, and therefore thin
was out of the question.

Tn conclusion Mr. Wyse said he believed
that Canada will make wonderful strides
avithin the next twenty years, and he ex-
pects to see Nova: Scotia a segond Pen-
neylvania, with several Pittsburgs within
its borders.
