It has been left to the choice of the captured
Mexican officers, by Gen Scott, whether they

‘I'here could not be a doubt,
hie considered (as the act would be oppressive to
American as well as to Bri shipping), that the
object of the Congress in passing it was to prevent
any alarming influx of pauper emigrants from Ire-
land.
