Canada’s adoution of conscription
again brings to the fore the need for
a revised scale of separation allowances
and pensions more in keeping with the
needs of our citizen soldiery and their
dependents. Said Secretary McAdoo in
his letter to President Wilson, outlining
the plan to be followed by the United
States: “We are not relying upon the
voluntary system in this war. We are
drafting men and compelling them to
make, if necessary, the supreme sacri-
fice for their country. A higher obliga-
tion ,therefore, rests upon the govern-
ment to mitigate the horrors of war for
the fighting men and their dependents
in so far as it is possible to do so. Less
than this, a just, generous and humane
government cannot do. We must set an
example to the world, not alone in the
jdeals for which we fight, but in the
treatment we accord to those who fight
and make sacrifice for us. Every man
should know that the moment he is
enlisted in the military service of the
government definite guarantees and as-
surances are given to him, not as charity,
but as a part of his deserved compen-
sation for the extra-hazardous occupa-
tion into which his government has
forced him. It may be suggested that
the cost of the proposed system is too
great, Personally I have no patience
with such a suggestion; I confess that 1
have only compassion for At

Nation-wide conviction that Canada
must do more than she has as yet under-
taken in this respect finds some voice in
the announcement of Sir Robert Borden
that a temporary percentage increase is
to be made in all pensions (in considera-
tion of prevailing high prices for all the
necessaries of life) and further that out-
and-out revision of the scale is a ques-
tion to which the next parliament must
address itself.

It is of interest to compare the dom-
inion’s provision of $5G6,per month for a
war widow and four children with the
pension payable under the Manitoba
Mothers’ Allowance Act upon the ap-
proved application of a widow whose
husband has died in ordinary civil life.
According to an authoritative culculu-i
tion, a monthly allowance of $72.80]
would be payable in the latter case if |
the four children were aged, say, seven |
and one-half, nine ten and one-half,
and twelve years respectively—the al-
lowance per child being rightly graded
according to age and not a rigid $6 each
as is the case with dominion war pen-
sions. 'The Manitoba scale is based up-
on an exhaustive investigation made in-
to actual subsistence costs, and certain-
ly allows for no more than barely «e-
cent livelihood.

Compared with the direct allowance
made to the widow of a United States
private killed at the front, the corre-
sponding Canadian pension may at first
sight seem to measure up fairly well.
But further examination shows glaring
disparity in the treatment meted out
by the two countries. The United States
pays what is in effect a workman’s com-
pensation allowance based on the hus-
band’s rate of army pay, the mini-
mum to a mother of four children whose
ages are under eighteen being $60 a
month. The most obtainable by the
widow of a Canadian private with four
children is (under the existing scale) $56,
and to obtain this the children must be
under the age of sixteen if boys, and

The total annual
cost to him for $5,000 insurance (pay-
able only in case of death, and provid-
ing nothing for disability) would be
$600 or over as compared with a yearly
cost of only $40 for much wider protec-
tion under the proposed United States
scheme. Even maximum government in-
surance of $10,000 would call for as-
signment of only about $7 a month of
pay by a private soldier.

Governmental liability under so liber-
al an insurance scheme may be beyond
the resources of a country as young as
Canada, but surely the dominion must
do materially better than at present by
her citizen spldiery and their dependents.
Common justice demands it.
