The Russian blouse is difficult enough to
contend with except on the form divine
that the designer had in mind when she
invented it.

Always, before cleanging your brush,
comb out any hairs that may have become
wound around the bristles, After this
task is completed, dampen the bristles,
then pour on a quantity of liquid green
soap and rub the bristles briskly with
your fingertips, occasionally dipping the
brush in hot water.

When you have done this for several
minutes and the bristles seem to have
shed the grime fairly well, take a strong
solution of washing soda in very hot water
and pour it into a large flat pan. See to
it that the woter comes not more than
half way up the bristles of the brush, as

rubbed vigorously in this liquid for a
minute, rinse them with Jukewarm water
and dry with & hot towel.
