It forbids one as-
sociation to lease its track to snother for
a meet; it provides that there shall not
be more than fourteen days’ racing at a
meet, and that hereafter a racing associa-
tion wﬂl have to obtain mcorpomtlon by

Hon. Dr. Pugsley offéered an amendment
which would cut out’the two new associa-
tions. It was lost on & party division and
the bill was put through.

Today the senators applled the pruning
hook to the government’s roads 'aid bill
The government stated that it proposed
to make an equal distribution of roud &l
Jowance fund to all of the provinces, but
in the commons would not put this into
the bill. The senate yesterday, on the
motion of Hon. Mr. Power, did ‘t for
them. It went further than that and
struck out the provision that the minieter
of ra)lwayu could go in for road buwlding
himself in any province which gave him
permlslxon to put scrapers to work.

The majority in the eenate took the
view that the money for roads should ke
given to the provinces and spent by them
and not by a minister of the federal gov-
ernment. In view of these amendments
it is possible that the government .nay
drop the bill.

Ottawa, aMrch 22—The Grand Trunk
railway must reinstate all men who went
on strike in 1900, and: who were not guilty
of 'violations of the law, before the bill
now before parliament increaging the com-
pany’s financial powers goes through. This
was decided today when the bill passed the
railway committee on this understanding.
