TRURO TRIBUTE TO THE
ST. JOHN- EXHIBITION,
WITH SOME. GRITIGISM

To the Editor of The Halifax. Chronicle:
Sir:—I have just returned from an ex-

tended visit to the St. John exhibition,

and from the experience of forty years in
the exhibition bueiriess, I think I can
safely say that all in all it was the most

successful agricultural show ever held inj-

the maritime provinces. In attendance it
certainly eclipsed any previous show, and
the live: stock’ exhibits ‘were more numer-
ous and universally of 'a very high order
of merit. The courtesy of the officials,
from the secretary down, was all that
could be desired, and the banquet given
to the exhibitors of live stock muech ap-
preciated.

I wish to call attention to one point;
however, in which the committee were

slack, i. e., in the appointment of judges
of dairy cattle. We have three distinct
classes of dairy cattle in these provinces,

viz., Channel Island, Holsteins and Ayr-},

shires, each calling for a separate judge
in order that full justice may be dome in
ite class. The St. John committee placed
all ‘this work on the shoulders of one man,
and, no matter how .competent hé may

have been, it was utterly impossible “that i

he could do justice to the task.

In the first place it delayed the placing
of the awards ‘in some instances until the
show was almost over, and in the second
it was univereally admitted that no one
man can do the work in a satisfactory
manner. He i sure to have an ideal in
his mind, which is not applicable to ail
classes of dairy cattle.  In this instance
the man was a Holstein man, and his judg-
ment in the other  classes, particularly
Ayrehires, most disappointing.
