During the Six tponths ending Sep­
tember last, 58,018888 bushels of wheat 
were exported from Canada as com­
pared with 88865,178 in 1921 and 28,- 
678,091 in 1920. During the same period 
this year 3,668,998 barrels of flour were 
exported, or 800,000 more thon In 1921, 
and 1,621,000 more than in 1920. During 
the month of September last, 9,283,480 
bushels of wheat were exported, 2,000,- 
000 more than Is September a year ago, 
and 697879 barrels of fldur as compared 
with 860859 barrels in 1921. The ad­
vance in prices of both wheat and flour 
since mid-October indicate* a firm de­
mand from abroad for both these 
articles, and in view of the large crop 
renders the outlook for Canadian pro­
ducers not satisfactory. During Octo­
ber last, exports of wheat rose to 87,- 
693,074 bushels, valued at $40,017,249, 
as against 21,130,579 bushels, valued at 
$2781682, in October, 192L Exports 
of flour during these two months 
amounted to 855882 and 659,167 bar­
rels respectively.

The total value of domestic produce 
exported from Canada during Octo­
ber last amounted to $1028788*7, as 
compared with $79,941882 during 
October, 1921, an increase of nearly 
$23,000,000. The value of imports 
amounted to $66,875801, as against $59,- 
518848 a year ago, an increase of over 
$7,000,000.
