Blaze Breaks Out in Bakery
and Two Buildings Are
Gutted :

CAN. NAT. RY. IS
HEAVIEST LOSER

Four Businesses Are Para-
lyzed and Firemen Have
Stiff Fight

Damage to an estimate extent of
$15,000 was done by fire which broke
out at 8.45 o'clock this morning in the
rear shop of the Hygienic Bakery, 134
Mill street, and before it could be
placed under control had badly gutted
two. buildings, paralyzed the business
of four stores, and driven one family
into the street. The Canadian Na-
tional Railways is the heaviest loser,
as it owned the two buildings, known
as the Hieatt and Quinn buildings,
which the railway expropriated several
vears ago following the Hawker drug
store fire at the corner of Mill street
and Paradise row.

Nothing definite is known as to the
origin of the fire, although it started in
the rear of the bakery shop. A still
alarm was immediately sent in and the
fire department, under Acting Chief
Oliver D. Thomson, was quickly on the
scene. The fire was fought from Mill
street and the alley in the rear, a
hydrant in the alley greatly aiding the
firemen.

Bakery Badly Damaged.

The Quinn building on the ground
floor was occupiéd by Charles E.
Barton, barber, and Max Schechter,
second-hand - furniture dealer. Mr.
Barton had $300' insurance on his fix-
tures, but his loss will greatly ex-
ceed that amount. Mr, Schechter did
not carry any insurance and could not
estimate his damage this morning.

Water and Smoke Damage.

Upstairs of the Quinn building was
tenanted by John W. Harris. The
damage done to his furniture by smoke
and water is considerable. He did not
carry any insurance.

The railway did not carry any insur-
ance with any of the local companies
on the buildings, although it is under-
stood the loss will be covered by in-
surance.

In January, 1923, fire broke out in
the Kelly building, causing consider-
able damage. Local firemen always
remember that fire, as an old lady, who
was very fond of cats and kept a large
number of them, at the time of the fire
went around shouting, “O, my poor
kitties, my poor kitties.” In the dark-
ness and confusion, several of the fire-
men mistook kitties for “kiddies,” and
at considerable risk to themselves
started in search, An explanation,
however, was quickly forthcoming
from neighbors and the firemen pre-
vented from exposing themselves to
unnecessary, danger.

CHARGE AGAINST
STONE IS DROPPED

Man Held in Auto Case Allow-
ed to go on Payment of
Liquor Fine.

The charge of operating an automo-
bile while under the influence of liquor
on the night an auto driven by him was
alleged to have knocked down and
badly injured George M. Ross, West
St. John, was withdrawn against Harry
Stone in the police court this morning
for lack of evidence. Stone was allowed
to go after paying a fine of $100 for
having liquor unlawfully in his pos-
session and fined $8 for being drunk. J.
Starr Tait, appearing for Stone, gave
assurance to the court that in case the
injuries to Mr, Ross proved fatal and
a coroner’s inquest was held that Stene
would bear his responsibility.
