Improving mlr Appearance.

The long room in the custom house
was finished.to-day by the painters, and
in & few days will be ready for occu-
pancy. Messrs. Wilkins & Sands have
done the painting and finishing in a
workmanlike manner and have spared
neither pains nor expense to fulfil their
contract to the letter.

The ceiling of the room is divided into
nine panels by heavy ribs about eight
by ten feet each. Circling the ribs in-
side are large corpices. The pauels
have been done in light buff which per-
fectly harmonisge with the cornices the
latter being finished in water color
tints. The rib work is cut in with red,blue
olive and yellow. The central panel
from which gas fixtures are suspended
hes been beautifally ornamented and
sets off to advantage the remainder
of the ceiling. The ‘Wwhole ceiling is
tastefully done and can safely be exposed
to the criticism of any competent judges
of artistic painting.

The woodwork, of ash and walnut has
been thoroughly cleaned and polished.
The colamns and cornices have been
finished in Sigana marble and varnished,
The tops of the'columns are picked in
with a rich red and touched up with
gold. The walls are all done in a brown-
ish olive. Government architect Mc-

Mr. Astom-Binns made an interesting
speech in which he reviewed to some
extent, the work of the society, and

In| showed that the scriptures were being

circulated very extensively through its
efforts.

Dauring the year four million copies of
the Bible in whole or part yere made:

There had been an increase of £4,000
in the home income. But all that was
raised was needed and more too. The
parent society was the worst sustained
of the missionary societies. The whole
income was £220,000 per aunum, but it
must be bered that half of
this amount was. derived from. the sale
of books. These books were sold at a loss

The profit ' made ‘was the knowledge
that the society was extending Christ's
gd and the i that the
world was being made better. During
the past decade £120,000 more was re-
ceived than in the previous tem years,
and 37,000,000 copies of the Seriptures
had been circulated. In that time no
less than 53 translations had been added
and the Bible was now printed.in 300
languages. At - the  beginning of
this century it was printed inm only
50 languages, so that in the
last decade more was- done than
in eighteen centuries. He was glad
to find the people of Canada 80 loyal to
Queen Victoris, during whose reign 180
pew translations had been added. Of
the whole number of translations India
had 50; Asia,118; Africa, 60; and Oceanipa
40. He was pained to find that the
clergy of his church—the Church of Eng-
land—did not take a8 prominent & posi-
tion in the work of the society as they
should. The ministers of the’ other ‘de-
\nominations were very active in this
work. The speaker was listened to with
