OLDS, TRAFFIC MANAGER OF THE 
CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILWAY.

81. John’s Chances for Doing: the Winter 
Export Business of the Upper Pro­
vinces and the West—The Ottawa 
Lumber Expert—What Mr. Olds Says 
81. John Needs, etc.

A party of railway men including Mr.
F. W. Cram of the New Brunswick rail­
way, Mr. I. G. Ogden auditor of the C. P.
R and Mr. George Olds, general traffic 
manager of the Canadian Pacific railway 
arrived in the city yesterday.

This afternoon in a short conversation 
with a Gazette reporter at the Royal Mr.
Olds expressed some views which will be 
of special interest coming from one hold­
ing so important a position as traffic 
manager of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way.

When asked for his views as to what 
St John needs most in the way of termin­
al facilities. Mr. Olds replied:

“You want more deep water wharf 
room where the cars can be run along 
the edge of the wharf parallel to the way 
the vessel lies for loading direct from cars 
to vessel. If the piers and the berths for 
the vessels can be at right angles to the 
harbor so much the better, for it gives 
more room and a better chance for the 
railways to handle the cars. It is not 
deep water frontage you want; you have 
enough of that ; but rather deep water 
wharves and slips. Sand Point is a good 
place. I was over there this morning 
with Mr. Cram and had a look at the 
chances.”

“Well,” queried the reporter, 1 suppose 
you know what is proposed in the way 
of a dry and wet dock and deep water 
wharves to be built near Sand Point?”

‘•I have an idea of what is proposed in 
regard to the dry dock but only a vague 
idea of the extent of the deep water 
wharf accomodation you speak of.”

The reporter then briefly explained 
that in connection with the dry dock it is 
proposed by Mr. Leary’s plan to furnish 
over 2,000 feet of deep water berths 
around the dock,most of which would be 
at right angles to the harbor, and with 
railway tracks near the edge of the 
wharves.

“That is just what you want.’ said Mr.
Olds.

“If it came to St. John though” said 

the reporter, “instead of going to the 
American ports the Canadian Pacific 
would have it all the way on their own 
road, and Mr. Van Horne is reported to 
have said that he could deliver the 
Ottawa lumber in St John as cheaply as 
it can be taken to Portland or Boston?”

‘■Of course” said Mr. Odds, “the carry­
ing of the freight over oar own road is 
an important consideration, bnt 
perhaps Mr. Van Horn would not say 
that[to me in regard to the freight.”

In regard to the facilities in the way 
of deep water wharves where the lumber 
could be transferred direct from cars to 
vessels, or where cargoes could be piled 
out ready for shipment, Mr. Olds was of 
the opinion that the docks and wharves 
proposed to be constructed at Sand Point, 
were just what St John needs to enable 
us handle this immense lumber business.

“How is it about St. John doing a grain 
export business ?”

“Well, that stands much the same as 
the lumber business. Yon want the 
facilities,and then yon most fnrnîsh low­
er rates of freight and terminal charges 
to overcome the freight for the extra 150 
miles distance that is against St John as 
compared with Boston.”

“How about flour ?” queried the re-

“I think St John is doing well in the 
flour business. It is increasing and of 
coarse we don’t like to say much about 
lower rates, (the rates are too low now) 
but the chances are good.”

“Do you intend to establish an agency 
here?”

It is 
quite evident from the methods em­
ployed, according to the information ob­
tained from Wa Sing ‘.hat there is a 
gang engaged in this celestial importa­
tion and that it is closely connected with 
part of the opium smuggling gang broke 
up last year.

From Wa Sing a list was obtained of 
the agents at different places, 
starting at Hong Kong, China, 
including Victoria, B. C., Ottawa, Toron­
to, Hamilton, London, Sarnia and about 
thirty American cities.

The four prisoners have been returned 
to Canada.

The Plot to Obtain Perjured Evidence 
to Destroy the Character or Parnell- 
ltlea—Arguments on Mr. Gladstone’s 
Amendment.

London, March 4.—In the House of 
Commons, today, Mr. Frank Lockwood 
iHome Ruler), member for York, resum­
ed the debate on Mr. Gladstone’s amend­
ment to Mr. Smith’s motion that the 
House adopt the report of the Parnell 
commission. He said he supported the 
amendment because it was absolutely 
and literally true.

Rt. Hon. Henry Matthews, home sec­
retary, contended that the [amendment 
was only part of the truth stated with 
passionate and inflammatory adjectives. 
The government simply proposed to re­
cord the findings, both for and against 
the Pamellitcs, declining to adopt the 
course of giving the go-by to all the 
finding against the Pamellites, in order 
simply to express a condemnation in 
witich all shared, of the falsity and 
foul origin of the charges which had 
been disproved. [Cheers.] There was 
nothing against the character of the tri­
bunal to justify a refusal to enter the 
report in the journals of the House, as it 
was admitted that the commis­
sion had shown zeal and industry and 
honor and good faith. The report estab­
lished the truth of the assertion made by 
Mr. Gladstone in 1882, that crime with 
fatal persistence dogged the footsteps of 
the league. He accused Mr. Gladstone 
of laying down the dangerous and disas­
trous doctrine that the land act of 1881 
had been passed on account of the agita­
tion of the league, just as he had declar­
ed in Midlothian [that the Clerkenwell 
explosion and the shooting of a police­
man at Manchester had brought the dis­
establishment of the Irish church within 
the range of practical politics.

T. Harrington (Nationalist) reminded 
Mr. Matthews of his former close associa­
tion with Pigott and the south of Ireland 
Fenians, when he was stanchlv support­
ed by Patrick Ford. Mr. Harrington de­
clared that in the eight years during 
which he had been connected with the 
league not a word had gone forth that 
would uncourage even boycotting. In 
support of his promise to prove that, 
while the commission was sitting, a con­
spiracy was in progress, in which the 
ministers were deeply involved, to obtain 
perjured evidence to destroy the charac­
ter of the Pamellites, Mr. Harrington 
read a series of telegrams to agents of 
the Times in America with reference to 
Millen and Sheridan. “Did the attorney- 
general," he asked, “see any of these 
telegrams ?”
