' THE POISON MYSTERY.

SUPPOSED TO BE THE WORK OF A |

RELIGIOUS CRANK.

—_—— |
|
Indications are that the Pistribution |
of Poisoned Cnndy in Galt and St. |
John Originated From the One
Source.

Detectives and people generally are
still in the dark relative to the mysteri- |
ous boxes of poisoned candy which have !
been distributed amongst four of the city
ministers’ families. Theories of all kinds
are being propounded but no solution of
the problem has.yet been arrived at. One i
can only conjecture and await the result
of investigations. All kinds of improba- |
ble stories are going the rounds, and it |
was rumored yesterday that nearly every |
minister in town had received a package |
of the death-iealing sweets. Bat the
most careful inquiries only elicit the |

ing, that packages were received at the
residences of the following clergymen :—
Rev Donald Macrae, pastor of St Steph-
en’s (Presbyterian) church; Rev J
de Soyres, pastor of Saint John’s
(Episcopal) church; Rev T 4 Dein-
stadt, pastor of the Exmouth street
(Methodist) church; and J. L. Shaw, a
retired Baptist preacher. Tt was ramor-
ed, too, that a family in Fairville had
been the recipients of a box of candy
through the post, but this cannot be sub-
stantiated.

Nothing is talked of about the streets
but the terrible mystery of ‘this affair,
Who can be the perpetrator and what
was the object in view is the question
that is racking the brains of every citizen
of St. John. And the only answer to be
made is that he is some religious crank
prompted by the belief that he has a duty
to perform, the nature of which is appar-
ent from the methods employed. That
be is a stranger seems a natural conclu-
sion inasmuch as three of the ministers
chosen are not only tolerant in their
views, but have been in a great measure
silent on public questions, and the fourth
is a Baptist clergyman long since retired
from active service.

What more likely than to obtain a list
of the ministers of the different denomin

ations from a city directory and then to

choose the victims at random?

There is every reason to believe, too,

that these cases of attempted poisoning
have some connection with the cases late-
ly developed at Galt, Ont., Have the
authorities sent to that city to enquire
the nature of the packages distributed
among several prominent church people
there about a yearago? Forthe methods
employed at both places were exactly
the same; a small flat box the contents
of which were cream candies “dosed”
with strychnine.

The plot is a -cute one, but it fails in
breadth, for both here and at Galt the
result has been the death of one not
aimed at. To diseover the sender of
these packages is a most difficult under-
taking, for not a clue has been left on
which to work the case.

Should the packages distributed at
Galt and those distributed here prove to
be similar, then beyond a doubt, it is the
same person who has committed both
crimes, or at least, they have originated
from the one source.

The local government have acted in a
commendable manner in offering the re-
ward of $1,000 for the arrest and convie-
tion of the person or persons who sent
these packages to different ministers,and
the city council has in a likewise com-
mendable manner authorized Mayor
Lockhart to offer an additional $1,000 or
more for the same.

Local contributions are being raised
for the employment of a first-class detec-
tive from the States, for the very shrewd-
est detective in existence is none too
shrewd in a case of this nature. It re-
quires an experience with the handling
of like cases,and an ability which isonly
the outcome of long experience.

St. John has in times past been so
peculiarly free from crimes of a harrow-
ing nature that little credence is given to
the statement that thie plot was formulat-
ed and carried into effect by any one
residing here. Taking into consideration,
as well, the recent similar caees in
Upper Canada it is believed by many
that both have had the one source, and
this is as far as itgoes the most probable
golution of the mystery. But who the
perpetrator is still remains unsolved, and
every person in the city is anxiously
awaiting the investigations which are
pending.

Interest centres now in the inquest, as
further developements are expected.
Whatever will have been learned up fo
the date of the inquest on the body of the
late M1s. Macrae will then be made pub-
licc. The police have been steady at
work, yet all is dark. No more poisoned
candy has been discovered, and there is
little probability that any more will be.
It is now definitely known that the
candy was not manufactured in 8t. John,
and the boxes are of a make foreign {o
the city.

Investigations are going on at the
post office relative to the passage of the
package through the mail, but the nature
of the discoveries will not be made
public.
