FUEL OIL.

Manager T. R. Stockett Urges Necessity
for Reimposing Duty.

Nanaimo, March 18.—In an inferview to-
day T. R. Stockett, manager of the West-
ern Fuel Co., urges that repfésentations be
made to the Dominion government to relm-
pose a duty on fuel oil, which is becoming
a serious factor in the competition against
coal.

“Formerly,”” remarked Mr. Stockett;
“there was a duty of two and one-half
cents a gallon on crude oil used for fuel
imported into Canada. That was sufficient
protection, amounting as it did to about &
dollar a barrel. However, the Dominion
government was induced to remove this
duty, for, althotgh'in the.alteration In the
tariff fuel oil was mot mentioned, the speci-
fic grade was sueh that fuel oil' came ynder
that head.

AN ANENONENT OF
THE CURRICULUN

IN HIGH SCHOOL 1S.
WANTED BY TRUSTEES

Who Will Wait Upon Miaister of Educa-
tion To-morrow Morning and
Request Changes.

A deputation of Victoria school trus-
tees will interview Hon. 'F. J. Fulton,
minister of eduecation, and Superintend- '
ent A.. Robinson . fo-morrow ' morning.
Their -object is to secure the alteration
of the curriculum of the High school, in-
troducing in place of the present system
three optional courses, namely, commer-
cial, arts and sclence. The school board
contends that the proposal if adopted
will make the knowledge imparted tol
students much more practical. It 1s
argued that the action recommended can- |
not impair the school’s efficiency while
it will give pupils the  choice of three
branches of study, \EI‘he trustees are
practically unanimous in their desire to
" bring about the change, and are prepnred
to strongly urge its adoption.

Although the sehool board is unifed in
fhis movement, Trustee Huggett, who
has always stood for the introduction of
a practical High school course, is the
most energetic. It is understood that he
has undertaken to outline the advan-
tages of the proposal for the benefit of
the authorities. His colleagues also will
give it unreserved support. This is not
all that will be done to prove to the gov-
ernment that the matfer receives the
endorsation of all concerned. A resolu-
tion, carried unanimously at the reeent
convention of school trustees represent-
ing the different school boards of British
Columbia, is to be submitted. It is ap-
pended:

That whereas the present curriculum eof
the ngh school is designed more particu-
larly for professional life, as distinguished
from a commercial or mechanical training,.
and whereas the evolution of education has
made it imperative that the public school
system should have for its ultimate object
the preparation of the pupils for callings or
occupations In which the great majority’
will be ultimately engaged;

Resolved, that it is the opinion of this
meeting that the time has fully arrived.
when the High school curricnlum should
provide three optional courses of stu
styled as ‘“‘commercial,” ‘‘sclence” a d
‘“‘arts.” ' Resolved further, that the Minis-
ter of Education be respectfully requested
to make the necessary changes in the School:
Actand regulations as will permitpof the
trustees of the public schools making suit-
able provision for instruction in the sub-
jects to which this resolution refers, and |
resolved also, that a copy of this resolution
be sept to the Minister of Education of the |
province.

The reasons why -these changes are
desirable have been given by the Times
on several occasions. Trustee Huggett '
and. others, in their pre-election ad-
dresses. devoted considerable attention to
this subject. and there is no question that
the voters helieve that a change in the
curriculum, such as suggested, would be
an = improvement. Trustee Huggett
points out that a student entering the
High school may take up either one of
the three branches of study. If wishing
an education for “ordinary commercial
life that course may be entered upon.
Thus the pupil, when leaving the school,
will have gualifications enabling him to
commence life with many advantages.
On the other hand should the student be
ambitious to enter any of the professions,
the -opportunity of obtaining a ‘start is
available.

All these arguments afhd many others
will be laid before the minister of eduea-
tion, and it is hoped that the government
may be indaced to authorize the request-
ed alterations. Of coursp the schoel
board is powerless to do anything more
than recommend, and should the govern-
ment decide that the proposal would net
promote the efficiency of the High
school system the trustees can obfain no
satisfaction. The concensus of opimiom,
however, is that the proposal will be con-
sidered, and the change introduced to
| take effect at the commeucement of the
new school term.

WIGS AND ROBES
10 BE DISCUSSED

PROPOSAL IS MADE
TO ALTER THE RULES

Notice of Motion Put on Order Paber—
Mr. Justice Martin Enters
Protest.

A few days ago Stuart Henderson gave
notice that he woul@move an amendment
to the Supreme Court Act that the wear-
ing of wigs hy judges, barristers or regis-
trars should be promoited.

Mr. Justice Martin has taken excep-
tion to this amendment, and has written
to the attorney-general, setting forth that
the amendment is ultra vires. Mr., Jus-
tice Martin has made perhaps a more
carefal study of the history and prac-
tices of the Mnglish courts than any
other judge of the Supreme court. He
has always shown a disposition to care-
fully guard everything which might be
construed as lending to the dignity of the
court, and to #ep inviolate “customs
which have been handed down from the
earlier times.

In the letter to the attorney-general he
protests against ‘the proposed amend-
ment, “not only on ‘the groundg that
judges being - federal officials, exercising
jurisdiction in provincial courts (except
" the ‘Admiral court, ‘which is federal), are
not subject to such personal supervision,
but also because there is no precedent for
such legislation affecting the courts in the
‘parliamentary-annals of our couatry.”

Continuing, he says: “Personally I feel
that to even formally propose such per-
sonal legislation is at once an indignity
to the bench and a reflectien apon the
proposer. I had thought that sumptuary
legislation had ‘disappeared some e¢en-
turies ago: with the Blue Laws of New
England, which are always cited as
odious examiples of abhdrrent legislation
which sought to restrain personal liberty
even in the matter ‘of ‘apparel. Why
these:dead and -buried :laws ‘should be
exhumed- I. fail to- .see. . Surely .the
existing perrmssxve clause goes quite far
enongh and there is no reason for seek-
ing to resort to compulsion.”

SAMOAN CLAIMS,

Have Not Yet Been Settled by Great
Britain and States—Germany May
S Make Offer.

Berlin, March 18.—The seftlement of
the Samoan claims has become a rather
touchy point with the foreign office as it
is not understood why so small a sum as
$120,000 should cause the United States
and Great Britain to uesitate in its pay-
ment. ‘The delay of years/ has, it is
pointed ‘out, been out of proportion te the
. amount-‘of the claims, and as the dam-
ages are owing, according to the arbi-
trator, to a lot of indignant persons, the
impression here is that Great:Britain and
the United States have shown delay
amounting to indifference.: ‘It is admit-
ted unofficially, however, that the claims
for $120,000, which were prepared by an
American lawyer, are in excess of the
actual loss. Germany hasnot made any
proposition to the United States or Great
Britain, but would probably accept one
-half the amount of the cldims if it was
offered. The sum of $25,000, mentioned
in-an Ameriean dispatch as-being all the
claims are ‘worth, is looked upon here as
a sort of bartering offer not becoming the
subject 'in.  controversy. (The German
government has informed- -the United
States and Great Britain, as a result of
negotiations ‘that were ‘begun March
10th, that she is about to make a joint
offer. : ;
